And as quickly
and easily as that, the War for theNightside was over.

 With the Authorities dead and gone,Walker is in charge of theNightside now. Inasmuch as anyone ever
is. No-one's seen the Collector since that night in the bar. He disappeared when no-one was looking,
along with what was left of Merlin's heart. Alex is back behind his bar. Suzie and I are talking about
becoming partners in a detective agency.And about other things, too.One step at a time.

 Many old friends and enemies are still missing, presumed dead.

 TheNightside goes on. The terrible future I first saw in theTimeslip is now only anothertimetrack , no
more likely or inevitable than any other glimpsed future. For the first time in a long time, theNightside is
free to make its own destiny.

 And so am I.
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
