Prolog
Three million years ago a galaxy-spanning civilization vanished, leaving only scattered evidences of
its operations, in the form of derelict Ancient Sites and a strange pattern of surviving species. Some
Sites are merely huge earthworks, long eroded and overrun by vegetation and development; others
contain valuable artifacts of intense interest to scholars and technicians; and some few are "live" with
operative equipment, sometimes self-animating. All contemporary cultures of the known universe
eagerly seek such Sites within their spheres of influence, as the technology of the Ancients was
beyond anything known today.
For example, all cultures now suffer from Spherical Regression, being unable to maintain an
advanced level of civilization at their perimeters. This represents an inherent limit on their expansion,
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and is thus a considerable annoyance. The Ancients seem not to have suffered this regression; they
had some secret that enabled them to maintain their civilization at its optimum level throughout its
entire region. Thus the discovery of a functioning Ancient Site is generally the signal for a mad
intercultural scramble, in which the usual restraints of civilization hardly apply. Yet often the effects
of such discoveries are other than anticipated, and have galaxy- or cluster-spanning ramifications.
Many of the technological innovations that have transformed contemporary interspecies society
derive from the knowledge of the Ancients as discovered in their Sites. Two of the three major
systems of transport and communication are examples: Mattermission and Transfer. Mattermission is
the virtually instantaneous transmission of objects and creatures across interplanetary and interstellar
distances. However, this mode is so expensive in energy that it can only be used on special occasions.
Unrestricted use would result in the deterioration of the substance of the galaxy in that vicinity, as the
binding atomic forces weaken. That is not healthy.
Transfer is the artificial shifting of the aura, or soul-which includes personal identity, consciousness,
and memory-from one person to the body, or "host," of another. This system uses approximately one
millionth the energy of Mattermission and automatically equips the Transferee with the language and
background of the host, even when that host is a completely alien creature. With Transfer, interspecies
commerce is feasible, and larger Spheres of Influence are practical. Empires can be formed and
maintained.
An entire framework of Transfer has been developed, with many specialists. The Society of Hosts
assumes responsibility for the welfare of hosts temporarily deprived of their auras. Its motto derives
from Kipling: "Lord God of Hosts, be with us yet,/Lest we forget-lest we forget!" The Transferee who
forgets his origin will fade into nonexistence. The military has trained people with intense auras to be
transfer agents, who transfer to hosts among the cultures being spied on. The work is dangerous, since
if the alien host dies before the mission is concluded, the visiting aura dies with it. But this is a
notorious, dashing sort of employment with unique rewards. Many seek it; few achieve it.
This is the story of one such agent.

Rondl realized that this rotating mode enabled Bands to hold
dialogues without the intercession of a reflecting surface. A fragment of light-speech would be
transmitted to one; then both would turn so that a fragment of response could be sent. The staccato
mode obviously worked well enough for most Bands.
Now Rondl experimented with this, discovering the optimum rotation rate so that communication was
orderly instead of ragged. If he was oriented the wrong way when a flash came, he missed it. Also, he
had to address the light-source correctly; he could refract light through his magnetic lens at varying
angles, but not more than about an eighth of a circle.

To the tempest region, he realized. The planet was large and had many facets. There were wild
mountains in some regions, unshaped to reflective purpose.

If the Viscous Circle wanted me, it would let me disband then; if not,
it would arrange to leave me in fragmentary state, doomed to live separately for some time longer.
Yet when it seemed the Circle was indeed ready to take me, I suffered uncertainty and was afraid.
Somehow I wanted to cling to substance, unpleasant as it was. I fell-and you are conversant with the
rest."
Somehow, as she flashed, Rondl absorbed the larger concept. There was a gigantic and beautiful
imagery associated with the Nirvana soul. The Viscous Circle as Cirl envisioned it was a tremendous
swirl of color, perhaps as big as the universe, turning quickly at the center, slowly at the fringe, so that
its internal structure was constantly charging while its external torus shape remained constant. Of
course it was shaped like a Band; the gods of all creatures resembled those who believed in them-
except that this god was not rigid, but fluid, viscous-beautifully so. From it tiny sparks of
consciousness radiated, as though flung out by centrifugal force: the individual flakes of aura, to
animate living, solid Bands. To it other sparks, or embers, returned, gratefully: the tired lives of
disbanded individuals, heavy with their burdens of experience and the rigors of separate existence.
She paused again. Rondl shifted around so that he could reestablish the dialogue, using the light from
Dazzle. "No, my lens is not heating uncomfortably," he informed her before she asked. "I take
pleasure in receiving your beam."
"I take pleasure in your pleasure," she returned. "I do love to communicate."
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"And you do it well."
She seemed almost to glow with her own light.
"So you believe there is no death," he continued after a moment. "Merely the release of individual
auras to the Viscous Circle."
"Of course. Don't you?"
Rondl considered. "No, I don't. I don't know why, since I have no basis for belief or disbelief, but I
find I can't believe in a nonphysical consciousness. It has to be a myth. But I admit it is a pretty
concept."
"It is reality!" she flashed, dismayed by his doubt. "Everyone knows! How could you ever disband if
you did not believe in the Viscous Circle?"
How indeed! Rondl certainly did not want to disband. "How can consciousness exist without physical
substance?" he flashed. "There can be no organization, no mind. Death to the body must mean
dissipation of the aura it houses, the soul. It cannot be otherwise."
"You poor creature!" she returned. "How horrible to be thus deluded!"
She felt sorry for his disbelief! "I'm not sure which of us has the delusion-"
"I must labor ever so much to get you well again!" she flashed warmly.
Rondl realized that it was pointless to argue further. "As you wish."
"Of course I wish! How lonely your life must be! And no wonder you feared to let me disband. You
thought I was erring!"
That was it exactly. "At any rate, there is much to be appreciated in the physical existence. We must
live for the present-me because I know there is no other life, you because you believe you are
amassing information for the eventual benefit of your Viscous Circle."
"I must make you see the error of your nonbelief!" she insisted. "It is mooted that those who
disbelieve are not welcomed back to the Viscous Circle, and that is a fate too horrible to be
contemplated. I must reason with you, show you-"
"You are welcome to try," Rondl agreed, beginning to appreciate a quality in her that might have
annoyed her former male friend. She had to have a concept her way. "If you can spare the time."
"You saved me from disbanding. Surely the Viscous Circle arranged this. My time is yours."
Rondl was not sure of the logic, but was amenable. Cirl remained, after all, a very esthetic figure of a
torus. He still needed help figuring out this society and recovering his balky memory. So if she
wanted to make a project of him, good enough. "Our time is each other's."
"And I didn't heat your lens?"
That remained a sensitive subject for her, understandably! "You can't heat it enough to make me
uncomfortable."
She paused, and Rondl feared he had overdone his reassurance, making it possible to apply a negative
interpretation. But in a moment she came around to the favorable aspect, and flashed an affirmative. It
was all right-but he would have to be careful.
First she took him on a tour of the premises. Before, Rondl had only a vague notion where things
were; now the picture became much more detailed. The Bands did not reside on land, but did need a
number of planetary structures. There was the physical plant: a tube running through a volcanic
mountain, where the internal heat vaporized the metallic substances that made up the Band body.
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Each flying pass through this tunnel enabled a Band to concentrate a layer of alloy about himself.
Many of the Bands flying through here were young ones who needed to flesh themselves out to adult
mass. They were adult diameter, but not adult thickness. This acquisition had to be effected gradually,
for each condensed layer was merely inert metal until properly assimilated by the magnetic forces of
the Band. Many hundreds of passes, spaced across years, were required to complete the process.
Other Bands attracted to the tunnel were gravid females, who needed extra matter to build up an entire
extra ring segment. When it was substantial enough and imbued with the proper magnetic patterns, it
would split off: a new Band. Still others were old individuals who had suffered demetalization and
thus needed restoration. A few were injured Bands, concentrating on particular cracks or abrasions;
one had lost a small segment of his torus and was laboring to re-form the missing link. For creation
and maintenance of the physical host, this tunnel was essential.
Then there was the line generator. Some magnetic lines extended far from the planet, right on out to
the moons and on to other planetary systems. The lines, Cirl happily explained in much detail, had
originally been natural, emanating from the intensely metallic core of the home planet, but as the
Bands achieved civilized status, they constructed line generators and organized the lines for greater
convenience. There was no longer anything very natural about the lines; they extended from star to
star, and even to the systems of other sapient species.
"Other Spheres?" Rondl flashed, surprised.
"Spheres?" She was perplexed.

"Of course not. What would we want with something like that? We already have the Viscous Circle."
Rondl rotated uncertainly. "I'm not sure. I suppose I thought that since other species-"
"How do you even know of Spheres? Are you remembering?"
"No. There just seem to be these concepts that flash out. Strange ones that don't attach to much of
anything we know. Like alien Spheres. I know they exist, and I think I know something more about
them, but I can't evoke the information when I want to. Only by accident. I wish I could explain it."
"You must have been to such Spheres in your former life, so they became part of your vocabulary."
"That must be it," he agreed dubiously.
"Do you know, your past identity becomes an intriguing riddle. I'd love to solve it."
She was questing for reassurance of his interest again. Cirl needed a lot of that. He was happy to play
the game. "I would love to have it solved. It is my dominant concern. But are you certain you can
spare the time? You have a separate life-"
"That would have ended this phase, except for your interference."

"Oh, stifle your flash! You know I didn't really want to go. Not yet. You just helped me make up my
mind."

Maybe in trying to
convince him she was also shoring up her own belief, much as a Band shored up his physical
substance by passing through the volcanic tunnel. "Still, there is little hope of resolving this matter
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quickly. You would be obliged to spend a lot of time with me."
"Does that disturb you?" Her yellow dimmed; she had been rebuffed before. "I would not want to
impose."
Rondl had to think seriously and quickly. Cirl had volunteered to stay close to him indefinitely. Was
this what he wanted? He really had very little basis to decide what he desired. He realized he might be
making a mistake, but decided to go with his subjective impression.

"First we must see if others have news of you, or notions how best to proceed," Cirl decided. "I will
convoke a circle."
"A circle?"
"Not a true viscous circle, for there is only one, and that exists only in the spirit life. But we do have a
physical approximation. I will show you." She set off on a high line, going out into space, and Rondl
followed.
The surface of the planet fell away below. The network of mountains, valleys, plains, seas, and walls
shifted in perspective, and the reflected beams of light spread farther apart, making communication
less convenient. The atmosphere thinned, making travel easier; too great a velocity in thick air led to
heating that at its extreme could begin to melt the body structure and cause discomfort. Bands had
little use for air, other than as a medium for the support of vaporized metals in the condensation
chamber. The resources of the planet were vital to certain stages of life, but awkward at other stages.
Space was exhilarating. Rondl was amazed that Bands could fly through it so readily, and again
wondered why he should react that way. Bands had always flown through space, needing only the
lines for energy and the ambient microscopic metallic dust particles or gas molecules for reaction
mass.
Time passed, for interplanetary distances were great. This was a jaunt only out to near space, well
within the orbit of the nearest moon, called Fair, but the thinning atmosphere kept progress slow. In
deep space, Rondl realized, Bands could accelerate to half the velocity of light, provided they had
good lines to ride.
Vision improved out here, too. Rondl could now see the more distant moons of Glow, Spare, and
Dinge, though two were well around the planet. They reflected light like massed Bands, and were of
pretty colors, though at this range he could not make out individual features of their surfaces. Moon
Fair was bright and golden, a little like Cirl; Moon Glow was reddish, with a softer effulgence; Spare
was a cold blue; Dinge, a drab brown.
There were planetoids too, particularly in sections of the orbits of the moons, helping define these
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orbits as rings. It was as though a given moon complete with its delineated orbit was a Band,
monstrous but familiar, and Rondl liked that. There was a certain harmony to this form; the circle was
obviously the fundamental shape of nature, manifesting in diverse ways. And of course there was the
real ring of smaller particles, prettifying the planetary environment within the orbit of the nearest
moon. That ring was less evident now, because they were too close to it; they could see right through
its flat surface.
Rondl caught the correct angle on the light of Sun Dazzle and flashed a message to Cirl: "You are the
color of Moon Fair."
He had sought to flatter her. He succeeded beyond expectation. She went into a continuous flash of
gratification. Females, he recalled from his anonymous wellspring of odd information, liked to be
foolishly praised. But he had better be careful, because if he flattered her any more than he had just
done, she might fall off the line and spin out of control. He wondered again what kind of a male it had
taken to cast her off. Rondl rather enjoyed this byplay, and he liked Cirl well.
But how could he afford to like her? He had no memory of his past associations. Suppose he were
married to another Band? This species, he realized now, was monogamous; individuals associated
intimately with only one partner at a time. Other species in the Galaxy were different, some having
several sexes, or group matings, or-
But, frustratingly, the moment he realized he was gaining information that might be relevant to his
past associations, the memory faded out.
Cirl slowed, and Rondl positioned himself to take advantage of the two suns again for regular
intercommunication. "Now the summoning," she announced. "It will take a while for them to arrive,
but if we made a circle closer to the planet it would disrupt traffic, and that would be unsocial."
To be unsocial was unthinkable in Band culture. Cirl's comments were constantly evoking additional
background knowledge from Rondl's mind. That was useful in itself, though more was needed.
Now Cirl broadcast a bright call: "CIRCLE-CIRCLE-CIRCLE-CIRCLE!" the words flashed out in a
sphere that expanded at lightspeed as she rotated and revolved. Apparently this was a general
summons to anyone receiving. She continued it for some time.
Then responses came-"Joining!" "Joining!"-flashes from different directions, some from such distance
that no Bands were visible. Rondl wondered just how far a meaningful flash could be read, and
realized as he thought of it that there really was no limit. A tightly focused flash traveled as far as
light could go; only the interference of dust and gas in space abated it, making it gradually less
intelligible. There had been some instances of messages received between two stellar systems, though
there the problem was one of alignment rather than clarity, since-but the memory faded. Still, he
realized, communication was no problem at all inside a moon system; it was necessary only to
intercept a number of Bands in the vicinity, and Cirl had evidently blanketed the region sufficiently to
gain the desired responses.
"But what is to happen?" Rondl asked while they waited. He remained bothered by his seemingly
wide background knowledge of things that was nevertheless rent by gaping gaps wherever his interest
was most specific. Why should he know about alien Spheres and not about Band circles? But of
course this was what they were trying to find out.
"A circle is best experienced," Cirl told him. "It can't really be explained."
In due course the other Bands arrived. They were orange and gray and violet and all other colors,
male and female, young and old: a complete assortment. But all were the same diameter, and very
nearly the same thickness.

They were standardized in this respect; age and sex
made no difference. They flashed greetings to the group at large; it was evident that most of them had

not met the others before, but all found each other agreeable.
What would happen, Rondl wondered, if Cirl's former male friend should appear? Presumably
nothing; their relationship had been sundered.
When Cirl deemed their number sufficient, she organized the circle. "Rondl, take your place
downlight from me, on a suitable line," she directed, positioning herself flatface to Sun Eclat. "The
others will fall in."
"But what will this accomplish?" he asked.
"You will discover." For once she was not being overly communicative.
So Rondl took his place, stabilizing himself as Cirl did, unrotating, so that his stationary lens received
her full beam. She moved him out a certain distance, then had him hold position. It took a certain
amount of coordination to align both beam and line, but they did it.
A gray Band fell in downlight from him, and others farther along, each taking pains to be the correct
distance away. The communication was all one-way, with Cirl's flashes passing through a kind of tube
formed in space by the growing sequence of stationary Bands. Some of them were unable to remain
on a magnetic line and must have been in some discomfort, but they were governed by the necessary
position in the formation and did not complain.
Now, under Cirl's direction, the line of Bands began to curve. As it curved, so did the magnetic line,
which was distorted by the pull of the line of Bands. Rondl angled himself slightly, so that Cirl's
focused beam angled to the side. The next Band moved over to continue intercepting the beam, and
the following Bands moved over farther. The tube kept curving until at last it closed on Cirl,
completing the circle. It resembled yet another Band: a living ring. Several magnetic lines intersected
it, each bending through part of the arc, then breaking free to continue its natural route. The formation
began spinning slowly, so that each Band had his turn taking in energy from a line, then hanging on
between lines. As the circle spun faster, the interception of lines became more regular, so that all
participants had a comfortably sufficient supply of energy.
Now, abruptly, the single-person stream of communication Rondl had been receiving from Cirl
expanded in amount and intensity and quality and variety, becoming a group-communication circuit.
Perhaps a hundred Bands were contributing their inputs-but it was no cacophonous jumble, but rather
a supremely unified whole of many components. A hundred individual threads, as it were, had been
fused into a single massive cable.
And almost as he thought of that, fashioning a mental image of a multithreaded twined cable, his
thought came back to him, modified by the input of all the other Bands. Suddenly the cable
brightened, becoming amazingly lifelike, and each thread was a separate color, and the colors merged
in the curving distance like flashes of light, making the whole wonderfully artistic.
But it was the extraordinarily enhanced meaning that almost overwhelmed Rondl. It was as though his
thought was magnified a hundredfold in power, clarity, and depth. For his communicative flashes
were assimilated and modified by those of each other Band in the circle. What was valid was multiply
enhanced; what was suspect was reduced or eliminated. There was a constant flow, the result of many
minor corrections. This was the true viscosity, the remarkable yet consistent motion of
comprehension. It was a marvelous experience.
Now Cirl's thought circulated. "I convoked this circle for my friend Rondl, who cannot remember
himself, and who suffers strange images like this one of some physical connection of threads. Where
does he come from? What is his history? How should we proceed to return his history to him? He has
odd flashes of information, yet is ignorant of much of what we take for granted. Does anyone know of
him, as he was before his amnesia?"
The massed thought concentrated on Rondl, who felt embarrassed by the cynosure. It was as if every
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level of his being was being scrutinized simultaneously, as if he were a cable that was being unraveled
to its component threads. Many darts of query came at him, each tugging at a particular thread,
suggesting identities that faded as the proposed match-ups failed. Very soon it was concluded: no one
knew Rondl's nonamnesiac self.
Then came a rapid survey of his informational oddities and lapses. A hundred beam-thoughts pried at
his situation. It was like being interrogated by computer.
Computer! For a moment the viscosity thickened and stalled. That was exactly the kind of oddity they
were cataloging! What was a computer?
"It is a big electronic machine with millions of informational bits that can be coded for rapid access,
many circuits that respond to certain directives-"
Machine? The circle was having trouble with this concept also.
"A device that performs a task. A complex tool. Instead of-" But Rondl found himself confused by
their confusion. Suddenly it seemed preposterous that he should be describing a thing no other Band
knew about. Where could such information have come from? How could it be valid? What did he
know about such an alien construction?
Alien construction. Alien. The circle oriented on this. Had Rondl associated with alien creatures? Had
he come from the farthest-reaching lines, the ones that extended all the way to the Spheres of other
sapient creatures?
They pierced him with investigatory needles. The massed experience of this randomly assembled
group was considerable; some of them had traveled to other Spheres. They clarified that such travel
was no casual matter; it required many years, the significant fraction of a lifetime, to reach even the
nearest alien Sphere. Rondl was not physically old enough to have made such a trip. Soon the circle
concluded that Rondl had indeed had some experience with aliens, but had not actually traveled
beyond System Band. That meant that the only aliens he could have encountered were those of the
local enclave, the hoppers of Sphere Bellatrix.
They explored this in greater detail. The alien colony maintained in System Band by the Bellatrixians
interacted only minimally with the natives. The aliens were huge greenish things with leg projections
that propelled them in leaps across the surface of a moon or planet. They were largely nonmagnetic,
unable to endure in off-planet space in their natural state. They had to wear special suits to contain the
atmosphere they constantly bathed in, the gases passing in and out of bodily orifices. It was
understood that the aliens would disband if this process of ventilation was ever interrupted, so devoted
to it were they. The Bellatrixians could not traverse the lines alone. Apparently their gross physical
features were necessary to enable them to host auras non-magnetically. They functioned, in their
fashion-but what a horror it would be to be captive in such a host!
Under the wealth of this information and feeling, Rondl responded. He had had experience with
Bellatrixians! They maintained a moderate Sphere about halfway between Sphere Mintaka and Sphere
Sador, both of which were huge. They resembled a creature he termed grasshoppers, which hopped
from blade to blade-
He lost it. The circle tried to evoke his further memories, but could not. No Band knew of this species
of Grasshopper; none of the animals of Planet Band propelled themselves quite like that. But at least
this was progress. They resumed the exploration of the nature of Bellatrixians:
There was a certain compensation to this gross, limited form. The aliens were physically dexterous.
They could support heavy objects and transport nonmagnetic things, and fashion impressive artifacts.
Some few Bands had traveled the tenuous interstellar lines to visit Sphere Bellatrix, or had had friends
who had done so in past generations, and reported that the aliens had constructed marvelous structures
on their planets, like artificial mountains, with many lights and all manner of vehicles hopping from
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one to the other. Each Bellatrixian had a nest-hole in a structure that was shared with a mate or
family; in this manner they kept their species going. Their machine structures were formidable-in this
limited context the circle was coming to understand the concept of machine-and the aliens possessed
matter-affecting devices they termed "weapons" that could cause their ships to disassemble like
disbanding Bands, and planetoids to break apart as though smashed by meteorites. But these
formidable creatures had not come to System Band to break apart planetoids but to "trade." They were
eager to do this, for they could readily accomplish some things Bands could not, in exchange for some
things the Bands could do more readily for them. As it turned out, this was a beneficial arrangement;
the aliens removed some mountains that were inconveniently located, and hauled in some metallic
planetoids that the Bands had not been able to handle. In return for these "services" the aliens
accepted some of the skills of the Bands, such as the internal adjustment of magnetic circuits within
semiconductors. The aliens had had to utilize clumsy metal threads sewn through other substances to
fashion their crude magnetic circuits; apparently they were unable to reach in magnetically to modify
the field properties of objects directly. Bands could do this easily, and could duplicate the magnetic
attributes of given artifacts in much smaller compass without changing the shape or mass of the
objects. The aliens had been at first amazed by this: how could a tiny block of metal be made to
perform the complex switching operations of one of their gross devices-when the Bands did not even
touch or change the object physically? But they were quick to accept such transformed objects once
they tested them.
At first the aliens had not even recognized the Band line generators and modifiers as constructs of
sapience; they had thought of them as unique natural objects the Bands had happened to discover and
adapt. But again they were quick learners. Now Bellatrix represented a good "market" for many
magnetic artifacts of specified nature, and such artifacts were used in the alien space-traveling vessels
and even for "export." That concept remained confusing; apparently "export" items were neither
retained nor used, but sent to other Spheres in return for some intangible statement of status.
Rondl found he understood the concepts of trade, services, market, and exports without difficulty. But
this time he withheld his thoughts, preferring not to confuse the circle further. He merely absorbed the
massed thoughts of the others, finding this process highly useful to his mental adjustment.
It did not matter what the artifacts were used for. As long as the Bellatrixians were willing to accept
such easy work in exchange for such imposing labors as moving mountains, the Bands were satisfied.
In fact, a fair subsidiary vocabulary was developing, used by those Bands who specialized in alien
negotiations. Such Bands could hardly be understood by others; they flashed glibly of "credit" and
"deficits" and "investment," all things that seemed to relate to the mysterious alien system of
"economics." They also flashed warning: it was their judgment that though the Bellatrixians were
compatible despite their amazingly alien nature, they were typical of the species of the larger Galactic
society. These species had concepts that were difficult to comprehend, even devastating. One that
completely eluded the great majority of Bands was "war." It seemed to relate to the attempt by one
species to degrade the welfare of another. Some few Bands had, by dint of deep study and prolonged
concentration, managed to assimilate this concept. They had then disbanded. Thus other Bands had
decided to leave that concept alone, and to remain generally clear of aliens.
"I know of these aliens," Rondl flashed. "Yet it seems to be part of a general, erratic background I
have. I also know of Mintakans and Sadors, and perhaps others if some key concept were to invoke
them from my secret memory. But until such invocation comes-"
The circle considered, and recommended in its viscous consensus that Rondl survey a wider range of
Galactic species. Some one among them might have the associations suggested by his vocabulary.
Then he could survey the particular Bands who had been in that region of space or who specialized in
studies of that species. One of them might turn out to be himself, or at least an acquaintance of his
former self. That would finally give him the information he was questing for: who was he?
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At length the circle disbanded, breaking up into its component entities. This was the way the spirit
circle was supposed to be: a special, superior entity, losing fragments of itself to the physical Bands,
recovering them when their separateness terminated. He understood that myth better now. But it
remained a myth: the greatest viscous circle of them all, a deific entity created in the likeness of the
most moving of living-Band formations. A really charming fantasy he almost wished he could believe
in.
Now they had a course of action: survey the alien contacts and look for a Band who had departed the
association of the specialists in particular alien relations. A tedious, unpromising chore, but necessary-
unless he preferred to travel out to the alien Spheres themselves, to see what matched his knowledge.
If there were a Mattermission unit-
A what? He lost it. Somehow he had had the notion he could blithely jump to far places without the
passage of time. Of course he could not do that! He could not go to any alien Sphere without
consuming years, and he lacked the patience for that sort of thing. They would have to research in a
library instead.
Except that the Bands had no libraries. This was yet another alien concept in his mind. A library was a
place where references existed, open to all persons interested. Books, tapes, holo-recordings-all alien
devices. There was nothing like that in this region of space.
Cirl, however, was not dismayed. "We shall go to the Education Nexus and question the instructors.
They have much broader experience, and will be able to help us."
Of course. Young Bands, like the youth of all sapient species, needed to be trained. Animals inherited
most of their vital patterns of behavior, but sapients had to be taught. Naturally the individuals with
the greatest stores of information were the ones to do the teaching. Maybe these instructors had taught
Rondl himself, and would remember him as a student. Maybe they had records-
"Records?" Cirl asked blankly as they flew back toward the planet. "What are they?"
Another anomalous concept! Aliens kept records; Bands did not. Material continuity was of little
importance; what counted was the immaterial continuity of the Viscous Circle. Since all the Band
information theoretically went to the group Soul eventually, no physical repository was needed. No
wonder the Bands were not recognized as a Galactic Sphere. They simply did not organize themselves
in conventional sapient fashion.
Yet as he considered this, Rondl was not at all sure that the other sapients of the Galaxy had the better
system. They discriminated against the Bands because the Bands were different. Difference was not at
all the same as inferiority.
Cirl was leading the way more slowly than she had on the way out, so that Rondl could use Dazzle as
a beam source for communication and rotate for convenient converse. They traveled on roughly
parallel lines and flashed back and forth.

This was, after all, where
the Kratch had been hiding; it knew how to avoid rubble. Rondl let a little rock pass through his lens;
it made no difference to him, since the lens was not solid. It made no difference to the Kratch either; it
caromed off the metallic slanted surface harmlessly. The monster got its metal from consuming
Bands; its surface ought to be of good quality.
Rondl found a huge chunk with a lot of metal, enough to cause several nearby lines to bend. He
swung around it as tightly as he could, hoping the Kratch would have to swing wide again. Here,
inside the comet, the rocks would interfere with such a swing.

This was space garbage-not that there was any Band
concept of garbage.
The monster was suffering intense indigestion. It choked the stuff back out. Had Rondl not already
freed himself, he would at this point have been flung off its spike and away. His strategy had, after all,
been sound.
He caught a line and zoomed out of the comet, leaving the monster to its agony. Probably the Kratch
would survive, but it should be some time before it had the gumption to chase another Band.

ruthless predators. Instead he needed to investigate the Bands' potential for resisting the invasion. If
he could foil a monster, it should be possible for other Bands to do so too. The techniques of self-
defense could be mastered by Bands-since he himself had done it.

They went to the education center and flashed again with Proft. The educated Bands were already
investigating the invasion; they had sent out individuals to neighboring Spheres for advice. Or rather,
they had made use of a Mattermitter borrowed from the Bellatrixians for the purpose, since actual star
travel would have taken too long. The Bellatrixians were remaining neutral on this matter, but would
always make advantageous trades.
But no one could make sense of the advice received. "War-resistance-fight-destruction-retaliate."
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What was the meaning of these alien terms? The experts were working on the matter, trying to come
up with comprehensible definitions that would not cause Bands to disband...
War- an organized effort of mutual destruction, as if two groups of Bands encountered each other and,
instead of conversing amicably or forming circles of mutual understanding, attempted to disband all
its members first, or to cause the other group to disband first.

Avoidance was the appropriate course, not overt
resistance.
Fight-active attempt to do harm to another person while the other person did the same. The one who
hurt the other first or worst was deemed the better creature. How could any Band grasp this? The very
notion was enough to cause some Bands to disband-as several had when presented with this appalling
concept.
Destruction-the reduction of objects to nonuseful status. This was too silly on the face of it for further
consideration.
Retaliate-to do similar harm to another, following the pattern of the harm that that other had done to
the first person. This resembled half a Fight-and half of an intolerable concept remained intolerable.
In the present case, this would be an attempt to "destroy" the alien ships and force them to disband, so
that none would be left to make mischief.
"Even if we were willing to perform such horror," Cirl asked, her color pale, "how would we
accomplish it? We have no-"
"Weapons," Rondl provided when she paused, at loss for a term or concept.
"What?"
"Weapons. Devices that facilitate destruction and disbanding."
Her magnetic field wavered so sharply that for a moment Rondl feared she would disband. But, with
an effort, she stabilized. "Your strange, horrible, alien knowledge," she flashed weakly. "I know you
have odd attitudes, yet sometimes-"
"You do seem to have a certain tolerance for difficult concepts," Proft remarked diplomatically.
"Yes. I now doubt my amnesia derives from contact with a Kratch. I just encountered one, and foiled
it without further complications in my memory."
"You foiled a Kratch?" Proft was astonished.
"He led it into a comet and stuffed it with dust," Cirl said excitedly. "He stopped it from eating me."
She made a demure spin. "That is the second time he salvaged me from disbanding."
"This is impressive," Proft admitted. "Your tolerance for violence far exceeds what I have seen in
other Bands. What do you think is the proper course in the present crisis?"
"I suspect the advice of the other Spheres is correct. Aliens have opposed each other violently for
millennia. Aliens are long hardened to asocial concepts. We Bands must harden ourselves, so that we
can somehow abate this devastating thrust. Because if we do not, we may suffer colossal destruction
ourselves."
"Intellectually, I can appreciate your point," Proft said. "Yet I cannot support it. I have been long
exposed to a variety of attitudes, so have more tolerance than most, but I could never indulge in-
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hardening. It is contrary to my nature."
"And to that of the great majority of Bands," Rondl agreed. "I admit the notion makes me uneasy too.
Yet not as uneasy as the notion of allowing ourselves to be dispossessed."
Even as they conversed, more news flashed across the region. The aliens had landed on the outermost
major satellite of Planet Band, Moon Dinge, and were setting off explosions on its surface. The
magnetic lines in that vicinity were being distorted, causing Bands to be stranded. There was another
wave of disbanding.
"Will they never stop?" Cirl exclaimed, appalled.
"Not until they obtain what they want," Proft replied grimly.
"Which may be the extirpation of the Band species," Rondl added. "How are the Bellatrixians reacting
to this? Isn't their enclave near Moon Dinge?"
"They are watching, but remaining quiescent," Proft said. "In this System they abide by our
conventions, and do not seek violence, though I believe they are capable of it."
"They certainly are!" Rondl agreed vehemently, tagged by another stray memory. "Once they had a
war with Sphere Mirzam, at the area of intersection of their respective Spheres, and they destroyed
fifty warships with a single-" He broke off, seeing their confusion and horror, and the memory faded.
It didn't seem to make much sense anyway: considering the difficulties of Spherical Regression, how
could a major modern engagement take place at the fringes of the Spheres? "Sorry. My recollection
caught me by surprise. I think it was fiction, anyway. But I agree that the Bellatrixians are not
bellicose here. If the Solarians do not attack their enclave-"
"The Solarians do not seem to know about the enclave," Proft said. "Certainly it is well concealed, in
a planetoid in the Dinge orbit, and the Bellatrixians are keeping themselves hidden. They are
following our policy of staying out of mischief."
Something about that concept of an alien base concealed in a planetoid intrigued Rondl, but he could
not place the notion. Had he been to that enclave in his prior life? Some memories burst full-blown
from minor triggers, while others remained below the threshold of recovery despite his best efforts,
radiating only tantalizing suggestions of their nature. One impression came through, however; should
the Solarians actually attack the Bellatrixian enclave, or even venture near it in their warships, another
side of the Bellatrixian nature as Bands knew it would manifest itself. He was certain of this, without
any definable reason for his certainty. Perhaps it was that aliens of any species could be extremely
touchy about their operations.
Cirl fluctuated again. "You are right, Rondl. We must-must oppose this. Somehow." For her, this
reluctant acceptance of the notion of opposition was a considerable shift.
"Is there any-any authority in charge of-of defense?" Rondl asked.
"Authority?" Cirl asked blankly. "Defense?" She had assimilated one alien concept; others remained
beyond her.
"These are other Spherical matters," Proft replied. "Bands have no government in the Galactic sense.
We are governed solely by convention and our nature."
"Then how can I consult with the Band military-" He broke off, realizing there was no such thing.
How could he have thought there was? "Or obtain appointment to whatever organization is supposed
to preserve Bands from extinction?" he asked, frustrated.
"You must appoint yourself, and recruit anyone you can," Proft said. "That is how any cause is
served. Whoever has the interest expresses it and seeks the support of others with similar interest."
"But I have no authority! Not even memory!"
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"These are irrelevant concepts."
"But there has to be some-structure. Some organization. For example, who appointed you to your
educational position?"
"I appointed myself," Proft said.
Rondl assimilated this. No central administration at all? "Do you mean that I can just go out and ask
Bands to work with me-and they will?"
"Those who so choose. Those who have the will. It depends on how persuasive you are."
"But there are so many things that just had to be organized! Who set up trade relations with the
Bellatrixians?"
"Some time ago, when the Bellatrixians came to proffer their trade, a self-formed group labored
diligently to grasp the concept, and was so successful that it arranged all the benefits we have derived
from that connection, including the construction of these convenient reflective walls for this
institution.

What would be Rondl's reputation, if he did something like this? Rondl the Warrior? Warmonger?
Well, why not?
Yet that seemed foolish vanity, for one with no memory. "I can hardly persuade myself. I seek to join
an existing apparatus."
"Apparatus?" Cirl asked.
"You perceive the problem," Proft said. "If you wish, I will invite you to address my classes. Perhaps
some individuals will join you."
Another general flash of news came: more Solarian ships had been spied, hurtling toward System
Band at sublight velocity. In a few days they would arrive.
"They must have a major Mattermission station set up in this vicinity," Rondl flashed. "It would take
hundreds of years for them to move from Sol to Band at sublight velocity."
"You have an amazing knowledge of Spherical space," Proft observed.
"I do, for an amnesiac." But he could not take time to dwell on that at the moment. "I think I had
better accept your offer, and talk to your students. Give me time to organize my case, and I will see
what can be done."
Rondl and Cirl retired to consult. "I must try to summarize the problem and offer a viable mode of
action," he said. "But the problem of definitions seems overwhelming. If I start in defining combat,
counterintelligence, and military discipline, I'll never get to the subject."
"Combat? Counterintelligence?" she asked.
"You see? I can no more communicate such concepts to you than you can communicate the correct
mode of lovemaking to me."
She assimilated that. "Perhaps I could-"
"You could?" Suddenly this was more interesting.
"If I could find a way to inform you, maybe you could find a way to inform others of your concepts."

But
assuming the subject was love, he did not want to commit himself to making love with some other
female, while Cirl-no!
"Like a story of others. Others make war, whatever that is. And love."
Oh. A story, rather than an actual-yes! Rondl realized that she was offering him something similar to
what he had sought before: a look at another couple in action. "A story of others," he agreed, relieved.
"Call him One, call her Two. What is it they do?"
Cirl considered, still finding this difficult. "One wished to-to express himself to Two, and she was
willing to receive the expression. More than willing! So he-"

Maybe their
auras merged in the Viscous Circle, and they were sublimely happy for an eternity, and after that,
sections of those auras fragmented off to join new Bands, and parts of both are in our own auras-" But
that was getting too personal again, causing her to balk. Anything that made the analogy too plain was
taboo.
"Parts of earlier auras are in all of us," Rondl said, playing along with the mythology, which he found
charming. "But they are spread so thin, as the result of centuries of viscosity and dilution in others,
that nothing is recognizable now. All we have is their story, not their spirits."
This enabled Cirl to continue. "It is flashed that when the time came, he-positioned himself so that-"
She paused again, her color pulsing with embarrassment. It was amazing what magnetic fluctuations
could do to surface hue! "So that his communication beam intersected her-" Yet again she paused, her
flashes fuzzing with the supposed shame of the unutterable.

Chapter 6 War
Rondl floated before a class of twenty young Bands. All were attentive to his beam as it flashed
across the enclosure and reflected from the curving wall. Could he get his message across?
"This is the story of the ugly Solarian and the three innocent species," he said. He had the nagging
feeling he had adapted the story from some other narration, but he could not think what that might be.
There was nothing similar he knew of in Band lore. "The Solarian is a gross physical creature with
bone-filled extremities, flesh-filled torso, and liquid-filled eyeballs sliding within moist sockets-"
There was a shuddering flash of revulsion among the students. He was overdoing the horror! Rondl
cut short the description, not wanting to disturb them too violently. "And an asocial nature. He comes
upon a creature of a different species who is bathing in a favorable light while contemplating an
esthetic notion. The Solarian desires this particular patch of light, though there is plenty of other light
from this sun, so he shoves Creature One aside and takes the place for himself. Now how should
Creature One proceed?"
The students were responsive. "He should move to a new spot," a blue one replied. "Unsocial
behavior by one party does not justify the same by another party."
There were affirmative flashes: this was the consensus. "So Creature One moves to a new spot,"
Rondl continued. "But the Solarian concludes that the new spot must be better than the old, so he
shoves Creature One again. Now what should One do?"
There was a trace of doubt, but again the answer was to move.
"And the Solarian, determined that Creature One shall have no peace, pursues him there. It seems that
Creature One cannot avoid mischief merely by moving, for the Solarian is jealous of any comfort he
may possess. What should One do now?"
There was increased doubt. "He is in an untenable situation," a green student concluded. "All he can
do is disband." The others, after due consideration, agreed.
"So Creature One is gone," Rondl concluded. "Now the Solarian casts about and comes upon Creature
Two, of a different species. He seeks to move Creature Two out, but Two, having noted the futility of
moving, refuses to budge. She is an extremely esthetic member of her species, but she is in the way of
the Solarian. So he destroys her."
There was a muted flash of horror. Yet not of disbelief, for the current intrusion by the Solarians into
Band space was in their awareness.
"What should Two have done?" Rondl inquired, forcing them to tackle this ugly question. When they
could not answer, he prompted them: "What could she have done to save herself from destruction?"
Now, reluctantly, they tackled the problem. "She could after all have moved," a white female student
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flashed.
"But the ugly Solarian would have followed until she had to disband," a yellow one objected.
"So she would have gained nothing by passive resistance," a black one concluded.
"Except perhaps dignity," a gray one put in.
"She needed another alternative," a brown one said.
"Yet if to remain or to remove are both negative-"
They were getting into it, as Rondl had hoped they would. His hypothetical situation was forcing
them to struggle with difficult alternatives. Time to give them some help. "I fear Creature Two is
finished; she had no viable alternatives, in the face of the Solarian's ugliness. Now the Solarian casts
about again with his liquid-filled eyeballs, as his appetite for mischief seems to be insatiable. He spies
Creature Three."
"Oh, no!" the white female flashed, already horrified.
Rondl paused, letting them build up morbid curiosity. He was, he realized, a fairly good storyteller; he
must have done some of it before. "Now Creature Three has observed the prior two histories. He
realizes that it is futile either to move or to remain. In fact, he knows he can do nothing to help
himself-alone." He paused again. The key concept was coming up, and it had to be presented
properly.
"But two creatures would still have trouble," a bright-red student objected. "First the Solarian would
move one, then the other."
"Unless they act together," Rondl suggested.
The class was blank. They did not understand. Bands did not work together, except to help each other
briefly or to mate. The ad hoc formations were exceptional. Here was the delicate point.
Time for a separate theme. "When I spun out of control, another Band helped me to recover. When
my friend Cirl fell in the water, I brought her out. There is ample precedent for one Band helping
another in need."
"True, but those were special circumstances," a silver student said. "Those were positive acts. It
would have been unsocial to allow another to suffer when it could readily be prevented."
"If your friend is attacked by a monster, would it not be positive to help your friend?"
They were muted, pondering that. Some had picked up the flash about Rondl coming to Cirl's rescue
when the Kratch attacked her.
"Now Creature Three has enlisted the aid of a friend. Together they are stronger than the single
Solarian." Again Rondl paused. He had been building up to this gradually, trying to keep them with
him. Would he succeed? "Now there does not have to be asocial behavior. The two creatures simply
say to the Solarian: 'If you push one of us, both of us will do the same to you.' Now what do you
suppose the Solarian will do?"
They considered. "He will depart," a purple student suggested, a trifle uncertainly.
"Then no one has suffered," Rondl concluded.
Immediately there were objections. "But suppose he does push?" They were as yet unable to express
the concept "Attack."
"Then has the Solarian not brought the counterpush upon himself? He knew that various actions
would have certain consequences. If he lumbered on his gross bone-filled extremities into a wall, he
would come to an abrupt and uncomfortable halt. If he drained the liquid from his eyeballs, he would
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lose his sight. If he pushed Creature Three, he would be pushed back by two creatures. He had been
warned; the choice was his. Creature Three has merely helped set the scene."
But they had trouble with this. "Suppose the Solarian brings another monster, to destroy them both?"
"Then perhaps Creature Three needs to fetch more of his own friends."
"But this would escalate! It would be-" The students could not find the applicable concept.
Now was the time. "It would be war," Rondl said. Now they were ready to absorb the necessary
definition. "The organized effort of many creatures to safeguard their interests against aggression by
others." Would any students disband, or had he brought them to it positively enough?
None disbanded. The discussion became animated. "How could many creatures organize? Bands do
not organize."
"They must have a leader," Rondl explained. "One who guides the activity of all. Then they can act
effectively."
They considered and discussed and questioned. But they kept remembering the invading Solarians,
and inevitably came to agree with his suggestion. In fact, several of them elected to accept his
leadership in the effort to save the Bands from the ugly, liquid-eyeballed Solarians.
"But I was not recruiting!" Rondl protested. "I was only presenting the case, to see if people could
accept it."
Proft had been present, but without flash. Now he entered the discussion. "It is a good case, but you
must be prepared to complete it. This, I suspect, is to be your project."
Rondl realized that if he retreated now, it would seem that he did not believe in his own thesis.
Someone had to stop the invading monsters, and it seemed he had to be the one to try. "I will recruit,"
he said. "But I will insist that any person who wishes to join me check with his family and friends
first, so as not to make a rash decision. The action I contemplate may be difficult for Bands to
comprehend or accept, and certainly can be dangerous. People may be disbanded."
"Disbanding is merely a return to the Viscous Circle," the red student flashed. "It is not an occurrence
to be feared."
Belief in Band Heaven seemed to be universal. Risks did not bother these people as much as they
bothered Rondl, because they did not really believe in death. Was it fair to them to put their lives in
jeopardy on the basis of that faith?
"I would not encourage any of you to disband merely because you don't mind doing it," Rondl said
carefully. "There may be important things remaining for you to accomplish in this life." He hoped that
was both accurate and diplomatic. He had no call to disparage their faith, though he regarded it as
myth or superstition. "So consider carefully, before risking your physical lives. The task I offer-" He
let it lapse into implication.
"Let us disperse now and consider separately," Proft suggested. "Those who wish to enlist in Rondl's
effort may do so tomorrow. He has other classes to address today."
Other classes! This was rolling along much more swiftly than he had anticipated. Yet he had to
complete what he had started.
As it turned out, Rondl spent many days addressing assorted groups. After the first day, and following
each class, an increasing stream of recruits came. Not every Band who received his message decided
to join, but one in ten did-and as time passed, the ratio improved. Soon Rondl had more than a
hundred recruits.
It was time to start training. He wondered whether he had done something like this in his prior life.
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Certainly he had had some similar experience-if not physical, then through research. Strange, though,
that there was no news of any project of this magnitude; if he had done it here on Planet Band,
someone should have recognized him.
First he had to organize the volunteers he had, and categorize the associated abilities in his group with
attention to the job they had to do, considering their general reluctance to act in an unsocial manner
and their readiness to disband rather than oppose the onslaught of a monster. This was unlikely to be
easy. First he had to toughen them, make them able to contemplate violent action and then to
participate in it.
The technique came to him as he formulated the problem. He had to decivilize the opposition, make
the enemy seem beneath consideration as a sapient species. It was easier to oppose a monster than a
fellow sapient. The Solarians had to be monsterized. That should not be too hard to do, since they
were most of the way there already.
Rondl set up a series of skits with assigned parts. A suitable planetoid represented a Monster space
ship. As a matter of policy, he no longer referred to Solarians; they were all Monsters. The planetoid
was a cylindrical and partly polished chunk of rock with assorted fissures and outcroppings; it really
was ideal for the purpose. It suggested the shape of both the Kratch and the Solarian spaceship,
reinforcing the impression of monsterism without being too obvious.
Certain hardened Bands were stationed around the "ship" and assigned to flash crude impulses of hate
at all who approached. This took some practice, and one trainee disbanded, but in due course the
mock cadre of Monsters was ready.
Rondl led the practice attack with a picked squad of his most promising recruits. One was Limn, a
yellow-white male whose specialty was alien mechanics; he understood space vessels and thought he
would be able to disable one if he could get inside it. So he was about to try to get inside the mock
ship. Another was Tembl, a dark blue female of winsome magnetism who planned to study
philosophy, but had a lot of emotion and felt impelled to rout the invader from Band space. A third
was Blut, a gray student of Solarian languages; he knew Solarians were not asapient monsters, but he
had had a friend disband prematurely because of the invasion, and wanted no more of that. Despite
their mythology, Bands did have a certain objection to involuntary or untimely disbanding; for one
thing, a prematurely disbanded individual brought less than the optimum amount of accumulated
experience back to the Viscous Circle.

Rondl let them ponder that. In a moment the Bands began catching on. "To the Kratch, it's no game!"
one exclaimed. "The Kratch could not catch-" another began. Then all began shimmering with
relieved mirth.
"If we are proficient in this game, we should not have to fear the Kratch," Rondl concluded. "We
could escape it at will. If we have not yet located a suitable place to dispose of it, we can simply flee it
when it becomes too tired to follow."
"Then it will be easy!" a green Band flashed.
Overconfidence was dangerous! "Not necessarily," Rondl cautioned. "There is always the
unexpected."
"Unexpected?" the green Band flashed blankly. "What would happen?"
This was the naïveté of inexperience! "Anything that can go wrong, will go wrong," Rondl informed
them. And wondered how he knew. Rondl himself had very little experience he could remember.
"How can we prepare for what is to go wrong when we don't know what to expect?" a white Band
asked.
"That's difficult," Rondl admitted. "I think we should organize a plan of escape and develop an
alternate way to destroy the Kratch. So we need a new set of notions."
The Bands, being sociable and helpful, humored him. They formed two circles and sought for new
answers. Soon they had some good ones. One group worked out a way that a number of Bands could
line up and so finely concentrate a ray of sun that a great deal of heat would be generated at its focus.

Kratch.

It was a great gray-metal hulk, gleaming in
the light of the suns, and it was horribly fast. The Bands were cutting across, and the system was
working; the Kratch swerved to pursue each new Band, because the new one seemed closer.

That one was chasing down a red Band, and getting close. The poor Band was on the verge of forced
disbanding. Rondl had to help!
Keeping his tube intact, he shifted magnetic lines and cut across to parallel the red Band. Then he
drew ahead. "Form a tube! Form a tube!" he flashed. He oriented toward other Bands and sent the
same message.

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"We can tire it rapidly!" Rondl flashed, uncertain how much of his message reached the Bands in the
latter portion of the tube, since their lenses were pierced by the spike. They were probably blind for
the moment, proceeding on trust alone.

Now he checked on the other teams. The first had successfully trapped the first monster. Tembl and
the brown Band had done their jobs. The Kratch had smashed into the double rock, and remained
wedged there, dented. Unfortunately that meant this site could not be used again: another thing he had
not anticipated.
The second team, or rather the third team, had profited from Rondl's advice; the tube was still leading
its monster. Rondl now flashed to them how to dispatch it, and it did not take long to conclude that
issue. This time only one Band disbanded.
They had met the enemy, Rondl thought again with relief, amazement, and joy, and conquered it.
Only six Bands had disbanded-three from victory, three from the initial excitement at the notion of
coping simultaneously with three Kratches. None from actual combat. Rondl now had his cadre of
toughened troops.
And Cirl-she was safe. "I knew you would not let me disband," she flashed brightly. "You don't
believe in life after disbanding, so you would not let me go." Rondl was weakly glad it had proved so.

Meanwhile, the Solarian Monsters progressed on toward Planet Band. They took over the two outer
moons and most of the larger moonlets, neglecting only the one that was the base for the
Bellatrixians. It was evident that the Solarians did not want trouble with Sphere Bellatrix. The
Monsters' advance eliminated virtually all Bands in the outer reaches. Now they were closing on the
inner moons.
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Little time remained. Rondl did not feel adequately prepared, but he knew he had to make his move
now. His battle-seasoned troops had to be up to the job!
He set an ambush on the second moon, Glow. He knew from observation that the Monsters typically
approached a planetary body cautiously, fired several explosive shots into it, then landed their vessels
on the surface and disgorged assorted vehicles to traverse the terrain.

At any rate, the Monsters had to be discouraged, because even if they never found the object of their
search, they would destroy the Band society in the process of looking.
Destruction of the Solarians was not Rondl's strategy. Most Bands could never tolerate such an
asocial concept, even to save their own society. So the objective was merely to thwart the Monster
invasion, preferably without destruction of scenery or loss of life. At first this had seemed a hopeless
task, but Rondl had consulted with his advisers and worked out a plan they thought might work.

Bands within.
Now it should get interesting. Each Band had been drilled in the procedure, and knew what to do.
Rondl was not in contact with these captives, but did not need to be. The effects of his strategy should
become apparent soon.
The first shuttle homed in on its command ship. A docking-hatch opened in the larger vessel. The
shuttle flew neatly in-and misjudged slightly, colliding with the rim of the aperture.

"I think I love the alien female more than I do the wife
of my own kind, and my ultimate loyalty seems to be with that alien species. I fear this is treason."
"Our definitions may differ from yours," the chaplain said, this time buzzing his ball against the
ceiling.

"In essence, it's a pacifist society, very much like the Solarian ideal, Utopia-you
know, the kind that would bore the hell out of real people in practice. Because we Solarians are a
warlike lot; it shows in every aspect of our lives, in our constant competition, in our 'free enterprise'
system that really represents every man's right to claw one's way as high as he can go.

I guess I'm doing as much to destroy
their philosophy as the rest of my kind is to destroy their bodies. So I'm really being a traitor to the
Bands, too; perhaps a worse one.

They'd rather disband than cause considerable inconvenience to other
creatures. That's the irony of their situation; the aggressive, grasping species like Solarians drive out
the civilized, gentle species like Bands.

"Yet if they were informed that all the Solarians desire is the Ancient Site-would they move away
from it?"
"Yes, I suppose they would. And that might solve the problem. Assuming the Site is well away from
Planet Band.

I don't want to corrupt the angels of
Heaven. I have to do what my conscience dictates, however much it may violate my conscience-
ludicrous as that sounds."
"It accords with Polarian principles. The needs of the individual are paramount. Society is not
permitted to judge the motives of the individual."
"Maybe that's why I came to talk with you. I must have realized you'd endorse my selfishness."
"This is possible," the creature agreed without rancor. Polarians were like that; they really did have an
alien viewpoint. "Yet it seems you are making the ultimate sacrifice, casting down your own morals
and scruples in order to ensure that theirs remain pure."
And how many bigots had done exactly that, throughout human history, savagely protecting the
morals of others despite the will of those others?

Some minds were more receptive than
others, and civilized education would be an excellent counterforce. Chief Speed, for all his
protestations, was a knowledgeable, intelligent man; he was affected less than others of his tribe.

I did not know
what to do. So I played it safe by acting Solarian, and the stupid computer cleared me. But as time
passed I did not settle into the Monster mode; the Band system had the lure of some powerful drug, a
good drug, bringing me back to it. Paradise is addictive!"
"My experience exactly!" Rondl agreed. "I saw that if I did nothing, the Bands would be destroyed.
The forces of Satan were invading Heaven itself, and how could I stand idly by? It is not that the
Solarians mean to commit genocide; it is that they are hardly aware of what is happening, and hardly
care. There might as well be buzzing gnats in their way, for all the consideration the Monsters give
the Bands. By the time any protest could be lodged through channels, the Bands would be gone. So I
had to act.

I'm glad you arranged for such a private
interview; it was certainly essential that we work out our confusions. We don't want or need the
complication of any romantic involvement between us."

No. He did not want to fall prey to the fickleness of the masculine urge.

It would certainly be better
than struggling with progressive illness, or degeneration of faculties late in life."

What survival value can there be
in a species belief in fantasy? It's almost as if someone inculcated this illusion to wipe them out."
"That's the way I see it," Rondl agreed. "Yet their faith is consistent with their pacifism. Any
aggressive, negative, emotionally off-balanced elements disappear, because it is the unstable
individual that is most likely to suicide.

Do you really think they
can drive the Monsters out?"

He says he knows of no precedent, but believes that an alien
in Band host should be able to join the Viscous Circle if he disbands while in that host, and if he
really wants to join the Circle."

It
was just a barren world, covered with extinct volcanoes, evaporated seas, meteorite craters,
mountains, anemic dust storms, and thin films of ice. During its warm cycles the atmosphere
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thickened, which was when most of the slow weathering took place; in the cool cycles Moon Fair was
virtually timeless. This happened to be a warm time; or perhaps the Monsters had timed their
occupation accordingly, since they preferred warmth and atmosphere.
Bands were able to traverse Moon Fair freely at any time, for it had a fine pattern of suitably magnetic
lines and a number of naturally reflective surfaces that were convenient for conversation. It was called
Fair because it was fair as seen from space; it had high albedo, and its reflected light was used for
muted communication. All Bands found Moon Fair pretty, regardless; but its symbolism as the last
property before Planet Band lent it special significance now. This was where the stand had to be
made-and thousands of Bands understood this, though the term "stand" itself was opaque to them.

Monsters could learn a great
amount in the course of the destruction they wreaked. Yet, because of their too-narrow definitions,
they had still managed to miss what they sought. Which was part of the irony of Monsterdom.
The tanks landed and cruised across the terrain, their sensors alert. They were taking soil and air
samples and bouncing radar off the ground. On this mission, the Solarians' assimilation of a planet
was informational rather than physical.
Then the tanks spotted the artificial circle-or perhaps the survey from space had located it and directed
the tanks there. Messages radiated madly; Rondl could have intercepted one of these, but there was no
point: there were hundreds-too many to change-and in any event, this time he wanted the Monsters'
information to travel accurately. Tanks clustered like the flies Rondl remembered from Monsterland.
The bait had been taken!
Larger ships landed. Monsters in Monster suits emerged, proceeding on their gross, fat, flesh-encased-
bone limbs to the circle. More samples were taken, more visual, sonic, and electronic surveys made.
Individuals proceeded semi-cautiously to the central mound, and entered the tunnels.
Soon they emerged, hauling the cylinders placed there for them. Their excitement was manifest: had
they found genuine, precious Ancient artifacts?
Until this point the Bands had not interfered with the Monsters' activity. A few Bands had been taken
aboard the ships, but they had lain quiescent, awaiting the signal. The Monsters had not discovered
the extent of the Band resistance, but had realized that randomly caught Bands had played a role in
the foul-ups of the occupation of Moon Glow. Perhaps they likened these Bands to insects in the
machinery, causing short circuits merely by their presence. So now they guarded against such insect
infestation, and were alert for the Ringers on this planet. But some Bands were camouflaged as
metallic boulders, and others as slabs of metal; these had bypassed the Monsters' suspicions.
When the cylinders were securely aboard the command ships, Rondl gave final instructions, then flew
toward the largest Monster vessel. Cirl had wanted to come with him, but he demurred. "This may
become unpleasant. I have Monster temperament; I will not disband under the pressures of the
moment. But you would have trouble. Wait for me in space; guide the other Bands when the need
arises. I love you." And with that she had to be content.
He positioned himself as close to a shuttle as he could without being detected, and waited. The signal
came on schedule. Bands flying all around the moon relayed the flash at the Monster vessels. Every
visual aperture was bathed with the message; every Monster pickup transmitted it to the interior.
NOW.
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The Monsters noted the flash, but did not comprehend its significance. It was not blinding, not even
particularly bright, to their orbs. It was merely a blink, a highlight, as from the facet of a diamond,
passing quickly. But the Bands in the ships were alert for this flash and, having rehearsed for it, knew
what to do now.
Bands exerted magnetic forces. Shuttles veered and missed their assignments. Onboard computers
malfunctioned, sending out spurious information. Messages became garbled. All the mischief that had
plagued the siege of Moon Glow now descended abruptly on this expedition. Before, the Bands'
efforts had been largely experimental; now they knew what they were doing. Rondl had explained
computers and drilled Bands on what circuits to locate and modify. From the Monsters' viewpoint,
everything had suddenly gone wrong.
In the confusion, Rondl shot into the ship's opening receiver bay ahead of the shuttle. He exerted his
magnetism on the control circuit of the interior airlock, and it admitted him. How much more he could
do, now that he had his memory! He knew how Solarian ships operated; they were no longer
mysteries to him. He knew that a little bit of magnetism applied to key places that could work
marvels: the unlocking of pressure hatches, the changing of control switches, the distortion of
computer functioning. Soon he was in the pressurized interior, the residential and control part of the
ship, joining the Bands who had been brought there as camouflaged specimens.
No Monster noticed what was happening to the precious Ancient-artifact cylinders. They shivered and
fractured, falling apart. The individual slices were-more Bands. The Kratch-resistant tubes had now
found service as Monster-deceiving tubes. Hundreds of Bands now occupied the command ships-and
they knew exactly what to do there.
They took up stations beside the life-support and emergency facility substations. Abruptly the lights
went out. Monsters cried out in alarm, stumbling as the big ships gyrated erratically. The atmosphere
within the ships thinned, causing the Monsters to gasp for oxygen. Messages appeared on
communications screens: SURRENDER. The configuration was meaningless to the Bands, but Rondl
had assured them it would have impact on Monsters.
Unfortunately, the Solarians did not heed the directive. They fought like the Monsters they were,
appallingly physical. Some dived for the life-support controls, others for the emergency facilities.
Most equipment had emergency manual override controls, and these came into play now. Magnetism
could not affect these the way it could the small currents of computers.
The Bands, unprepared for the ferocity of the reaction, gave way. The lights came on again-and now
the Monsters were alert. They saw the Bands hovering. "Ringers!" one screamed; Rondl could not
hear the sound, but knew it was present.

This sort of equipment was especially vulnerable to magnetic influence, and no manual
control could circumvent it. The ship could no longer receive orders from outside.
"Black Bands orient on the Alien life-support systems," Rondl continued flashing. "Trace their feeder
circuits. Locate the inputs for sedating chemicals-sleepgas or similar." But of course the Bands had no
notion of such things; very few chemicals had any effect on Bands. "At least identify any peculiarities
of the system; I will examine what you find. Have no fear of actually hurting the aliens; sleepgas will
merely make them passive."

Rondl flew across; for straight-line flying there was no problem
at all. The machinery of the ship used so much power that it generated many lines on its own.
The black Band had located a unit connected to the atmosphere generation system. It seemed to be an
oxygen activator-an artificial enzyme used to promote the effect of oxygen in the Monster system. In
his Band form, Rondl found it hard to recognize the unit for certain, but he remembered it from his
pre-Band experience. It was a backstop in case a ship in deep space ran short of oxygen, as could
happen because of a meteoric holing, or as the result of enemy action. The enzyme enabled personnel
to function on reduced oxygen, and could thus extend a limited supply by as much as fifty per cent.

efficiency despite the slight oxygen deprivation they were under.
But Rondl hesitated by the valve, his mind jogged by something elusive. There were a couple of
contraindications to the use of this enzyme, he vaguely recalled. The Monster body's fundamental
vitality tended to be depleted after extended operation with it, necessitating a convalescence of a
similar period; that could be awkward for them in combat. And if it was used when the oxygen
content of the ship's air was normal, the effect was cumulatively intoxicating. Usually this was not a
serious complication, of course; but things could get awkward when discipline had to be maintained.
There were stories-
Intoxicating! That gave Rondl an idea. Bands of course had no notion of the nature of Monster
intoxication; Band minds were always clear. But changes of consciousness-yes, indeed!
Rondl flew close to the enzyme unit's trigger mechanism. He exerted his magnetism to reach down
into the proper relay, and activated it. That sent the chemical into the air circulation system; soon,
Rondl hoped, it would affect every Monster aboard.
"Allow the atmosphere to return to normal content," Rondl flashed to the black Bands. "But keep that
valve open."

Angry as well as dizzy from the
beginning effect of the enzyme, some of the Monsters picked up what Rondl recognized as pseudo
skinless tomatoes and soft-shelled eggs and beverage bulbs and hurled them at the tormenting yellow
Bands. Naturally they missed; Bands were excellent at dodging flying objects. Red and yellow gunk
splattered across the ship's control mechanisms. Now this showed promise!
"Taunt the Monsters, positioning yourselves between them and equipment, or between one Monster
and another," Rondl directed.

The
admiral did a dance of discomfort, anger, and confusion, his mouth-orifice shaped into an O fully as
round as a Band. Then he dived for a load of cream-filled eclairs just emerging from a machine, and
commenced target practice of his own.
"They are distracted," Rondl flashed, satisfied. "Return to the ship-guidance mechanism. Direct the
ship toward deep space, away from the Monster-controlled ships."
The Bands went to work, experimenting with the unfamiliar mechanisms. They could affect the
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magnetic circuits-but control was quite different from disruption. It was far easier to prevent the
Monsters from using the ship than it was to use it themselves. The ship lurched, seeming as drunken
as the Monsters within it.

But those moments of oxygen deprivation caused the enhancement enzyme to operate as it
was supposed to. The Monsters were gasping-and suddenly sober.
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Abruptly there was organization. Monsters brought out emergency space suits: standard operating
procedure when under fire. Now they were not dependent on or vulnerable to the ship's air supply.
They no longer imbibed the enzyme.
Suited Monsters were all over, assuming command of the equipment. The Bands could not restrain or
distract them. The ship had been abruptly lost.
"Get out!" Rondl flashed. "Concentrate on the space-disposal mechanism; make it eject us all!"
They clustered there. This move caught the Monsters by surprise; before they could act to prevent it,
the Bands had had themselves ejected into space.
"Scatter!" Rondl flashed. "Avoid their attack!"
The Monsters aboard all the ships tried to shoot down the Bands, but were not successful. Space was
filled with futile laser beams and exploding shells. Soon all the Bands were out of range. They had
escaped.
But Rondl knew the Bands had lost the battle-and the war. They had tried their best, and fooled the
Monsters, and failed either to capture a Monster ship or to significantly impede the Monsters' progress
toward Planet Band. Now, as the result of this effort, the Monsters knew what Bands were capable of,
and would not be caught this way again.
Tangt, receiving news of this defeat, would proceed to try to save the Bands her way. It just might
work-except that Rondl had given her the wrong information. And he wasn't sure he could locate her
to correct the lie before they were both recalled to their Solarian hosts.

Chapter 17 The Lie
But by the time Rondl located Cirl, he had changed his mind. Too many Bands had been lost, and the
cause of the Monsters was too wrong, to permit a simple hand-over of the Ancient Site. He almost
preferred to risk the destruction of all the Bands than to give the gift of victory to the Monsters. Also,
he lacked conviction that the Monsters would be magnanimous in victory. They might "teach the
Ringers a lesson" by exterminating them as a species.
This was Monster thinking he was doing, he knew-but the very notion of delivering benefit to the
forces of wrong, merely to abate further wrongs, was repellent. Appeasement: it had a bad flavor in
any framework. And if every species did that, the least scrupulous would inherit the Galaxy. A line
had to be drawn somewhere.

Cirl met him gladly, and in that moment he knew he was doing it all for her. She had a right to her
own type of existence, and her society had a right to the benefit of Ancient technology to protect that
existence.
"Cirl, we must convoke a circle," he flashed immediately. "I have a pressing discussion to initiate."
"Of course," she agreed. "The Monsters are drawing nigh our planet."
They gathered all Rondl's recruits surviving the Monster engagement and formed a huge circle. "Here
is the situation," Rondl flashed into it. "We have tried to halt the invasion of the Monsters, and have
failed. They will proceed to Planet Band and engage in their usual search schedule, incidentally
extirpating the Band species, unless we take one of three courses."
They were with him. They had fought the Monsters and suffered a fifty-per cent attrition. They knew
that only Rondl had the capacity to help them.
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"First I must inform all of you what some of you have known," Rondl continued. "I am not a true
Band. I am a Monster in Band form." A shock flowed around the circle, replete with viscous eddies
and return shocks. Some Bands had known, but evidently they had respected his privacy and not
bruited it about. Had he flashed this news to the Bands individually, some would have disbanded; but
the power of the circle held them securely. Only a shock bad enough to destroy them all would
destroy any; the circle unified them, providing the strength of mass.
"I did not know this when I commenced this resistance," Rondl continued. "I had amnesia. I thought I
was a Band with a special talent for organization. I had nightmares about Monsters. Then I was
recalled to Monster host, complete with bone-filled limbs and turgid eyeballs, and knew that I had
been sent here to betray the Band species." Again the shock; this was what the Monsters called strong
medicine, delivered abruptly. But these Bands knew him; they had worked with him. They trusted
him. Cirl was helping him, flashing a steady pulse of acceptance into the circle, making his ugly
confession more acceptable. She loved him, despite what she knew. She made him seem better than
he was. What would he do without her!
"But I had come to know the Band mode of life. It is better than the Monster mode. So although I
knew myself to be a Monster, I tried to help the Bands. I am sorry that I had to employ Monster
tactics of violence and confusion; it was the only way I could see to stop the invaders. And I am sorry
it was not enough."
They were all sorry; they had all failed.
The circle asked him: what were the three courses he saw to stop the Monsters?
"None of them is pleasant," Rondl said. "The first is to marshal an even larger force of Bands, and
fight more violently than before." A tremor went through the circle at the concept "fight," so he
hastily modified the thought to "resist." Then he continued: "Last time we tried merely to disrupt
Monster progress, and to take over their ships. This time we would have to try actually to destroy
ships and kill Monsters. To cut off their life-support-" But he had to halt; the reaction was so strong
the whole circle was in danger of destruction. The Bands-his battle-hardened veterans-simply could
not tolerate this sort of input.
"This is not acceptable," Rondl flashed quickly. "I describe it only to show the manner Monsters
would act. Monsters are uncivilized; they believe the ends of conquest justify the means of
extermination. At least some do; some Monsters are less uncivilized than others. They aren't all evil."
He thought of his Solarian wife, Helen, whose views he had only recently come to understand. "If
Bands were to adopt the tactics of the unethical Monsters, those Bands would be like me: Monsters in
Band form. Because you are true Bands, you must reject this." And the horror subsided. They were
Bands, and they did reject it.
"The second course is to give the Monsters what they want," Rondl flashed. "There is an Ancient Site
in the Band System, which we know as a pleasant retreat. It was constructed three million years ago
by an unknown species who knew more about magnetism than any Galactic species does today. I
believe the early Bands discovered this Site, and drew on its nature to shape the devices that
channelize the lines on which we travel. Thus Band society became interplanetary and interstellar,
with individuals traveling through space in a manner possible to no other species I know of. Without
that Site, Bands might have been limited to primitive natural lines, mostly about Planet Band; you
would have had to compete for limited living area and resources, becoming less pacifistic.
Civilization as we know it now would not have been feasible. But we no longer need to have
possession of the Site; we already have the technology from it that we needed to fashion the lines that
give us freedom of space and conscience. If we give the Site to the Monsters-if we tell them where it
is, so they will no longer need to search so destructively for it-they might take it over and ignore the
Bands. We would be allowed to exist; since the Site is not on Planet Band, they should not go there."
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The circle considered that. There was no great shock of revulsion. This was the kind of action the
Bands could accept, just as Tangt had thought.
"However, I am not certain this would work," Rondl said. "The Monsters could decide the site is too
valuable to leave in the vicinity of an alien species. They might decide to clear us out anyway, or they
might suspect that there were other Ancient Sites in this System, and search for them, destroying us
anyway. The greed of Monsters has no known limit; they always want more than they possess, and
build empires and still are not satisfied, being limited in the end only by force. So though this course
is feasible, I do not trust it; it gambles on the goodwill of creatures who have little benevolence
toward aliens."
Again the circle considered. The Bands felt Rondl's reservation was well taken; this was a feasible
course, but not an ideal one. They were ready to ponder the third course.
More Bands arrived. "They cannot partake of this circle now," Cirl flashed. "They are not prepared
for the magnitude and violence of these concepts. Release me, and I shall form a lesser circle with
them to explain."
"But I need you here," Rondl protested. "You have been stabilizing this circle."
"I will go," flashed Tembl, the blue philosopher. "I can explain to them."
There was a current of agreement. Tembl had been doing good work, helping to organize; she was
competent. The circle abated its viscous current momentarily, allowing her to slide out without ill
effect, then closed the gap she left. It would be devastating for a member of a circle to leave without
warning, but when there was general agreement and preparation, it became possible. The currents of
thought resumed, modified just slightly by Tembl's absence. Every circle, Rondl realized, was a little
different from every other.
Rondl resumed his discussion. "The third course is to find a way to repel the Monsters without killing
them and without giving up the Site. To win without violence. For this we would need to possess
technology greater than theirs. Perhaps tractor beams that would fasten to their ships, swing them
about, and hurl them harmlessly back toward Sphere Sol, their home.

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dominant power in this region of the Galaxy!"
"Except that the Bands are utterly anarchistic as well as pacifistic," he said. "They would never abuse
power. In fact, they won't even use it. They drew on this technology to fashion lines that extended
their reach to neighboring Spheres, such as Bellatrix-and no farther. They arranged only to make alien
contact, not alien conquest. To facilitate the freeness of their society. That is their nature."
"That is their nature," she agreed faintly. "The very species that most deserves power, refuses to take
it. And you know, now that I realize this, I wouldn't change it. The Bands are unique; they must be
preserved just as they are."
"Just as they are," he repeated. "A model for all other cultures. One problem I had was that by trying
to make the Bands fight to save themselves, I was trying to make them resemble Monsters. Had I
succeeded, they would have lost what makes them worthwhile."
"Yet surely some compromise-if the alternative is to suffer extinction-"
"Those are the jaws of the trap. Either way, paradise is lost. Unless the potential of this Site can
provide a fast, appropriate, miraculous salvation."
"You have gambled the survival of the species on this hope," Tangt said. "I hope you win."
"I hope so, too. Now let's analyze this Site. If the key is here, we need to know it before the Monsters
catch on, make truce with the Bellatrixians, and resume their conquest."
"I'm not trained in electronics or magnetics," Tangt protested. "As a Band I can sense the circuitry all
about us here, and revel in its artistic complexity, but I can't truly grasp it. My specialty is social
engineering. That discipline is largely wasted on this mission."
"I can handle it." Rondl moved close to a column, letting his Solarian training integrate with his Band
perception. Like a Monster using a scalpel to cut open an interesting carcass, he felt inward through
the complex magnetic fields. It was like performing microsurgery on a whale. The inherent Band
sensitivity to magnetism was finely attuned; no Monster perception or Monster machine could match
it. This Ancient construction was a marvel of intricacy and efficiency; Rondl had never imagined such
eloquence in concept or application.
The essence was here. This was not actually a "live" Site, he now realized. The better part of its active
function had been lost, and he could not fathom what that might have been. Only a small fraction of
its circuitry operated as intended by the constructors. But he could read the inert circuitry, much as a
tourist might gaze at the ruins of the Parthenon, and be awestruck at its grandeur even in ruins. What
an education this was!
It should be possible, he perceived, for Bands using amplified magnetic impulses to master a form of
Mattermission. There seemed to be an inherent limit of scale here, but the Band mass was, perhaps by
no coincidence, just within its upper extremity. Instead of riding the lines, the Bands could jump
them, passing virtually instantaneously from one point to another within the framework. One-step
travel of several light-minutes, with little energy wasted. Nothing like this existed within the scientific
horizons of the Monsters; it would be hard for any Monster not in Band form to comprehend or accept
it. But it was true. With this ability, Bands could avoid the Monsters entirely.
"Mattermission?" Tangt asked as he flashed her his finding. "That's true, that would help-but how
long would it take the Bands to develop it?"
"No longer than twenty Solarian years; the technology is pretty clear, but there'd be some complex
initial construction involved. The Bellatrixians could-"
"Anything that takes longer than twenty days won't do them much good. The Monsters will overrun
the planet and wipe them out."
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He had been considering the technical aspects rather than the practical ones. "You're right!" he
flashed, chagrined. "And even Mattermission won't save them if the enhancement of the lines required
for it comes from equipment set up here or on Planet Band. The Monsters will simply destroy the
equipment. It's no answer after all."
"What's needed is something that can really stop the Monsters-like a huge magnetic field that bollixes
up all Monster equipment."
"Nothing like that here," Rondl said regretfully. "This technology can't affect Monster equipment at
all. Only small-mass, magnetic-sensitive creatures like the Bands can use it. Monsters would require
centuries to gear to this refinement, and even then they could never use it to transport anything
Monster-size. Mail service is about its best Monster application."
"You mean Monsters can't actually use this Site?" she asked, amazed.
"Not to enhance Monster power. This is strictly a small-mass technology, like the magnetic lines the
Bands have already derived. For Bands it's wonderful, and scientifically it's as sophisticated as
anything we know of; for Monsters it just doesn't work."
"Because they're Monsters," she said.
"Because they're Monsters. Fittingly."
"But then the Monsters have no reason to take this Site! This whole invasion is wasted effort for
them."
"Ironic, but true. The Monsters will destroy a superior species, commit sapienocide, for something
they can't even use. If only they had known it at the outset!" He paused, reflecting. "That must be why
the Bellatrixians weren't interested. They surely had located this Site in the course of their dealings
with the Bands. They installed these lights, after all. They knew the Site was useless to their kind-to
the kind of creature who needs heavy spaceships to travel between planets. That includes the great
majority of all sapient species. Any of them who investigated in past centuries or millennia would
have discovered this. Only the Solarians bulled ahead without reconnoitering to be certain the Site
would be worth their own possible bloodshed."
"So all we need to do is tell the Monsters, and they'll go home. Not because they care for the
preservation of the Bands, but because they never spend energy without promise of immediate
material gain."
"I think so!" he agreed, realizing. "We should have done it your way at the outset. All this mischief
with Sphere Bellatrix, all the slaughter of Bands could have been avoided."
"You'd better inform the Monsters now," Tangt said.
"No good. I have ruined my credibility by lying to my employer. You will have to tell them the truth;
you never knowingly deceived them. Their interrogation will exonerate you, and so they will believe
you."
"Perhaps so," she flashed after a pause. "But they will suspect what I suspect. You lied to me before;
why should I believe you now?"
"Because I'm telling the truth now!"
"How convenient. If this Site were a bonanza for Monsters, would you tell me that? Do you expect
me to shill for you a second time? You know the truth, whatever it is. Only a direct interrogation of
you will convince them-or me." Her flashes had an adamantine sparkle of anger.
He had ruined his credibility with her, too. He had, in effect, scorned her, though their objective was
the same, and he knew females could react very strongly to this sort of thing. If only he had been sure
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of her before! "At this stage, seeing the Site useless to the Bands in the existing circumstance, I'd have
to turn it over to the Monsters regardless. But as it happens-"
"I trusted you before, and was deceived. I can't afford to trust you again. You must be up to
something, and I'm afraid whatever it is will cost the Bands a lot more than the truth."
What infernal mischief his original lie was making! Rondl heartily wished he had stayed with the
truth. "What could I be up to?"
"I'm working on that. You want me to tell the Monsters something that will bring them right here in
force. You refuse to go to them yourself, despite the fact that they could have the truth from you as
readily as from me, using special interrogatory techniques. Now why should that be? What could I do
that you could not?"
"You could bring them here to see for themselves much faster than I could! Deep interrogation takes
time. You-"
"Since you obviously think in terms of traps, and the nature of the trap is in your mind, not mine-"
"It's no trap!" Rondl protested. "I just want the Monsters to see that there's nothing for them in System
Band, so they'll leave the Bands alone."
"So you say. Now suppose this Site has the capacity, as some Ancient Sites do, to explode like a nova,
destroying all creatures in its vicinity, and the entire Monster contingent is within range-"
"It has no such capacity! These magnetic circuits are physically very weak. They can hardly even be
detected by-"
"Or a more subtle radiation, that wipes out all local auras-"
"How can I convince you?" he flashed desperately. "I'm telling you the truth this time! I deeply regret
the lie I told before, and I renounce my Monster nature that led me to it. I only want to save the Bands
by showing the Monsters that they have no use for this Site!"
"After the way you deceived me before-"
"I should never have done that! I will never deceive anyone again! It's an abomination on my
conscience!"
"And let me seduce you," she continued furiously. "Or was it vice versa? You performed at the behest
of your wife, of all things! How can I ever trust you again?"
"But we share the will to preserve the Bands-"
"Do we? I have been trying all along to save the Bands, and I thought you were, too. But now I must
wonder-"
Rondl saw that he had hopelessly alienated her, and he could hardly blame her. The situation had
passed beyond the redemption of apology. The suspicion of her that had caused him, for what he had
deemed at the time to be sufficient reason-ah, the arrogance of ends and means!-to lie to Tangt-that
suspicion now clouded his own credibility. There was nothing he could say that would convince her
of his sincerity. She was angry; she did not want to be convinced. She had been doubly deceived, and
was determined not to let it happen again. In her position, he would feel the same.
Yet what would happen to the Bands if news of the Site's specific location and nature did not reach
the Monsters soon-news from someone the Monsters were prepared to trust? The Monsters would
proceed to Planet Band, perhaps doubling their ferocity in reaction to the recent deception. For the
diversion of the Bellatrixian incident would not last long; the two Spheres would already be getting in
touch with each other through Galactic diplomatic channels and negotiating a truce. So there would be
no further bar to the destruction of the Bands.
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Could Rondl go to the Monsters himself, and allow them to destroy him with deep-probe
interrogation? Yes, that would do it-but such a procedure took time, many days or weeks, as layer
beneath layer of the subject's consciousness was peeled away and analyzed. The sapient mind was
horrendously complex! Meanwhile the invasion of System Band would proceed, since the Monsters
would suspect that his proffering of interrogation was merely a ruse to give the Bands time. By the
time they verified the truth from his mind, the Bands would be gone. Tangt could convince them
much faster, because she never had intentionally deceived them; her conscience was clean, and her
probing could be accomplished in hours, perhaps minutes-in time for the Monsters to go to the Site
and ascertain that it was exactly as Tangt said, before they proceeded to the destruction of the artifacts
of the Planet.
He had to convince Tangt! Yet how?
Then it came to him. The Bands had an answer, for those capable of assimilating it. "You and I are
Monsters," he told Tangt. "We envy the values of the Bands, but do not share them. We dream of
peace in life, and fulfillment in death, but never actually grasp those dreams. Because we are what we
are. A swine cannot wear a pearl; a Monster cannot be perfect. For us there is no peace, no fabulous
realization of afterlife-"
"And no truth," she agreed bitterly.
"Very little truth. We believe in self-interest, not in truth. Our ethical framework has all the esthetic
appeal of an eyeball fairly bursting with fluid. Only when we are ready to die for a cause can we truly
be believed."
"Perhaps so. The Bands die for their beliefs."
"I am ready to die to save the Bands. I admit I don't have much future anyway, yet life is as precious
to me as to any Monster. So my sacrifice will be genuine."
"You're not the suicidal type," she flashed. "You aren't going to convince me of anything by bluffing
about something like that."
"Just bring the Monsters to this site," he said. "Believe me about just this much: it is not a trap. Tell
them to transfer an electronics expert to another Band host to verify what I have told you about the
Site. Explain how I lied to you before. I think they'll let you off."
"Stop this nonsense! I have no intention of-"
"And tell my Solarian wife, Helen, that I'm sorry about her, too. I want her to remarry, to provide a
good home for our child."
"You are only annoying me with this blather-"
"For that too, I apologize. You are a better creature than I have been. Farewell."
"Now where are you-"
Rondl willed himself to the proper state, finding it surprisingly easy. His magnetic pattern reversed.
He disbanded.

Chapter 20 Reality
Rondl discovered that consciousness remained. Had his aura somehow taken another host, or returned
to his Monster body?
No-he had no familiar perceptions. He could not detect magnetism in the manner of a Band, could not
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hear in the manner of a Monster, and could neither see nor feel, physically. Yet he was aware of the
gravity waves of a large mass, and the diffuse aura of another person.
"Tangt?" he inquired. But no flash issued from him. He seemed to have no lens, neither magnetic not
physical. It was as though he was disembodied.
Or disbanded. He had disbanded! Yet how then could there be consciousness?
Rondl mulled that over as he checked and rechecked his situation. He was definitely conscious and
definitely massless. He was able to perceive planets and stars and auras indirectly, or perhaps it was
directly, without senses; but he perceived little else. He was unaffected by solidity and energy. He
could-he did-travel right through the matter of Moon Glow without impediment, noting merely a
slight change in his environment. He believed he could move similarly through the center of a star,
barely aware of the heat. So: he was indeed disembodied, a ghost-a disbanded aura.
This meant that the mythology of the Bands had, after all, some basis. The aura did survive the loss of
the host, at least for a while.
Yet he was not a Band. He did not believe in any of this. How could it affect him?
Well, Cirl had said an alien aura could join the Viscous Circle, if the alien disbanded in Band host and
really wanted to join. So the philosophical basis seemed to be there, for what it was worth.
Still...
This could be a dream, a vision. Maybe he had tried to disband, had not succeeded, and now lay inert
on the floor of the Ancient Site, inhabiting another nightmare world. If so, he would either wake in
due course, or click finally into oblivion. That set of possibilities seemed the more likely.
Tangt's aura remained near. He tried again to communicate with her, but could not. Her aura remained
bound to its host, chained to mass, and in that form it could not communicate freely with other auras.
It was largely contained, restricted, dependent on the host, as a person became dependent on his
spaceship when traveling between planets. That was a different universe.
There was nothing for him here. Even if this was merely a dream taking place while his body died,
probably his essence would dissipate soon and he would pass painlessly into nothingness. Yet two
things concerned him, even in this state. First, had he succeeded in convincing Tangt and saving the
Bands? Second, in what state was Cirl? For in life or death, he wanted the Band society to survive-and
he loved Cirl.
Was it possible that for her the rest of the myth had some validity? That she really had found a group
soul? What a marvelous thing that would be!
Rondl extended himself, traveling without effort out into deep space. In this dream he made his own
rules! He became aware of the Monsters, each of their auras crammed into its gross physical
confinement, clustering around the rocky orbit of Moon Dinge like angry hornets. The battle with the
Bellatrixians seemed to be abating; he had known that ploy was no more than a temporary diversion.
Then he traveled forward in time, suddenly discovering that he had neither spatial nor temporal limits,
and noted how the Monsters abruptly focused on Moon Glow and then vacated the System. Tangt had
done it! She had told the Monsters, and they had verified her story and given up this invasion. The
Bands were saved!
Now he could expire. His mission had been accomplished. The ideal species would continue. His
sacrifice had not been in vain.
Yet he remained. Why? Could-?
He spread out across light-minutes, spatially, searching for what he hardly dared hope for. After all,
he was not a believer. The moons and planets of System Band became as pebbles within the
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immensity of his nonsubstance, tiny interruptions of little account. Size was a physical concept,
hardly relating to his present state.
The universe was diffuse, the stars small and far apart. It no longer interested him. Nothing interested
him except his quest for Cirl. If she had dissipated, then he had no reason to retain awareness. He
could truly extinguish himself; he now realized that he had this ability, too.
The universe was large. The distances between the planets of one system were minuscule compared to
the distances between individual stars, and there were billions of stars. He stretched into light-years,
finding nothing. The tiny, confined auras of individual living creatures, clustered like maggots on
their several little planets, no longer registered. Space went on and on.
Then he sensed something. It was neither a spatial nor a temporal thing; it existed greater than such
minor definitions, in a kind of dimension other than whatever he had known-at right angles, as it
were, to his universe. It was an encompassing quality vaguely like a sphere, a tremendous and
significant something.
It was nonphysical, yet tangible to his present perception. Without vision there was no color, yet there
was psychic color. The thing spanned the universe in its fashion, grandly turning, currents within it
causing it to shift aspects even as he oriented on it.
Slowly he recognized it. This was a composite of human souls. This was Nirvana, by whatever
designation.
So it was true. There was an afterlife.
Rondl found himself being drawn into the mass. This seemed to be where he belonged. Yet there was
something missing-
Abruptly he reacted, flinging himself out and away, rejecting this resting-place. He searched for a
different something. Through the continuums he went, orienting on-
He found it, with a convection of hope, a radiation of joy: another soul-mass, this one in the general
spatial/temporal form of a torus. Its currents evoked its lovely viscosity.
Rondl! Rondl! You found us!
It was the aura of Cirl, jumping toward him, welcoming him-formless, yet recognizable, because she
was herself.
Now at last he believed. He knew it was all true, all of what he had taken as mythology. Human
Nirvana was real, for those who chose it; the aural afterlife of other species was similarly valid; and
the Viscous Circle of the Bands was exactly as represented. They really did have an afterlife, or rather
a larger existence, of which the individual life was only a fragment, no more than a planet of the
universe-a single aspect amid the infinite variety of the totality.
Cirl had held herself discrete for him, not yet joining the encompassing mass, and now they were
together. She had forgiven him his Monster blemishes and trusted in his perfectibility. She had waited
because she loved him-and he loved her.
Together they floated toward the joy of the ultimate mergeance, the unity of the Viscous Circle.

Epilog
As Rondl had seen, the ploy was effective; the Monsters departed System Band. The unique Band
culture survived. Rondl and Cirl themselves merged into the ultimate viscosity of the Viscous Circle,
sharing their wealths of experience with all the other auras of this group soul, giving it a better
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awareness of the nature of alien creatures. In time-though the Circle was essentially timeless-parts of
the aura substance that had been theirs were infused into newly conceived Bands, continuing the
natural cycle; and these new Bands, though remaining true to the pacifism of their kind, did have a
slightly improved tolerance for the nature of Monsters. Future incursions by other sapients into Band
space would be handled more realistically, with fewer automatic disbandings. The Bands did finally
petition for Galactic recognition as a Sphere, so that future intrusions into their space were less likely.
So the fate of Rondl and Cirl was as satisfactory as exists in these continuums.
The fate of the Monsters called Solarians was not as sanguine. Much energy had been expended in the
futile quest for the priceless technology of an Ancient Site, and the government of Sphere Sol was
now deeply in debt. As a result, the Solarians running the Sphere were at a disadvantage, and political
and economic power shifted more rapidly to the Solarian/Polarian combine of Planet Outworld in
System Etamin. Within a century Etamin was the dominant force within this Sphere, and the
discredited authorities who had sponsored the raid on System Band no longer had power. In this
incidental way, the Band episode helped shape the development of an empire. However, it was not an
event that the Solarians cared to dignify in their history texts, and its significance was not widely
appreciated among them until many centuries had elapsed and new standards of scholarship obtained.
The names Ronald and Tanya did not become legend, and the names Rondl, Tangt, and Cirl were
unknown.
Ronald's widow, Helen, in due course bore a son. She undertook a new term marriage, which was
reputed to be more satisfactory than her first. The boy grew up to be involved in liaison work with
non-Solarian sapient species and had a good reputation for competence, integrity, and empathy.
Tanya had brief notoriety for breaking the scandal of Ronald's betrayal, but when the Ancient Site
turned out to be useless, she became anonymous. She retained an interest in the culture of the Bands
and retired from Transfer service to labor on the Bands' behalf, eventually succeeding in getting their
petition recognized, qualifying them as a legal Sphere.
The Polarian chaplain, Smly, returned to his native System of Etamin and counseled many of the
important creatures whose influence was increasing. They called him "Smelly," in the fashion of
Monsters, and said there was a good odor to his advice. Perhaps he influenced the decision to treat the
Bands more graciously.
Thus the Bands survived, despite their mythology. Therefore the Viscous Circle survived, too, and
this was perhaps the most important and least appreciated thing of all.

Author's Note
On May 8, 1980, I started writing the first draft of Viscous Circle. I had sold it the year before on the
basis of a summary, and now it was time to get to it. I was running on a tight schedule, because my
agent had gotten me contracts for five novels, more or less on top of each other; I had completed three
and this was the fourth. Fortunately I am one of the most disciplined writers extant; I allow nothing to
interfere with my work.
Well, almost nothing. I have two little girls and one big girl-daughters and wife-and a number of
animals and neighbors and fans and similar ilk, and all of them seem to have better things for me to
do than write my novels. So I try to isolate myself in my study, which is a twelve- by twenty-four-foot
wooden cabin two hundred feet from the house, in the pasture with the horses and the squirrels. It has
no electricity, and in the summer afternoons, even with all windows open, the temperature rises to
102°F. My glasses slide off my sweaty nose and I leave sweat-prints on my manuscript, but I do
work. The ilk let me have about six working hours a day, seven days a week. I do sneak in reading at
odd moments, such as while eating and watching TV and waiting in lines; and I have learned to write
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novels on a clipboard in pencil anywhere, such as when riding in a car, visiting relatives, babysitting
horses, waiting for the dentist to proceed with his next torture, and similar occasions of otherwise
wasted time.
You see, I am strange: I actually like to write. Most writers prefer to make money, have best-sellers,
win awards, and get drunk. They don't really enjoy the lonely chore of writing, and are glad of any
opportunity to escape from it. I, in contrast, escape to writing, for my personal life is hopelessly
pedestrian. I have never been drunk or drugged in my life, and I have never been to a science fiction
convention, where I understand the action is. I have been told that stories circulate about what an ogre
I have made of myself at such conventions; would it were true, for I do like ogres, but apart from the
fiction of my attendance, the fact is I get along personally with everyone I meet, even those who aren't
ogres. I realize this confession could have an adverse effect on the success of my novels, especially
among ogres. Anyway, once I get into the safety of my study, nothing interferes with the progress of a
novel like Viscous Circle.
Except... I happen to be a puzzle freak. Intellectual and practical puzzles fascinate me, as well as
convolutions of numbers and words, as may be apparent in my novels. We had recently obtained a
puzzle-cube, with nice squares of color on each side: the trick is to scramble the 54 color-squares by
rotating the axes this way and that, then put them back together so that each face of the cube is a
single color. Easy-hah! The manufacturer claims there are three billion combinations. That
confounded cube tied me up for two hours, interrupting the novel, so that all I wrote on May 8 was
600 words on Viscous and 450 on another novel, Juxtaposition. It was not a phenomenally efficient
writing day, and those who may have felt doubts about my claim to being well disciplined may now
be permitted a knowing smirk. But it does take time for the mind to orient and the subject to properly
coalesce. The first day of anything is not efficient, except perhaps for World War Three.
The next day, May 9, started even worse. It was a cloudy, rainy morning, so I got wet as I ran our
dogs on the leashes on the half-mile path we use. The TV radar showed no precipitation at our
location, which is a typical example of the weather bureau's fiction. Then I fed our horses, and found
that Blue, my favorite, who is featured on the cover of another novel of mine, was not eating well.
Twenty-two years is old for a horse; in fact the average horse dies around that age in these parts, so I
began to get that uncomfortable feeling that is best not bruited about. Then I went down to feed our
neighbor's horses-we have this deal whereby we may ride one of them if we feed him-and the
neighbor's cat had had kittens recently and was desperate for food, so I fed her too. I don't like cats,
but cats like me. I am a vegetarian, because I don't like to have animals suffer or die in untimely
fashion, so I am an easy touch even for cats, and they know it. So I gave her what there was: a handful
of dog food. But the neighbor's dogs would not permit any cat to get a mouthful-which was one
reason this cat was hungry-so I had to put the food on the feedshed roof, shoo away the predatory
chickens-everyone is hungry at seven in the morning!-and lift the cat up to it. She was so eager to get
at the food that she scrambled from my hand, scratching me on the left wrist in the process. Then,
finding the food wet from the rain, she jumped down, intending to sneak into the feedshed for
something dry. I'd been that route before; once the animals get into the feed-shed, it's a federal case to
get them out again, and my neighbor would hardly be pleased if I let his animals clean out his week's
supply of feed in an hour. So I sent the cat off. I had precious little thanks for my attempted kindness,
which of course is one reason I don't like cats. My scratch was stinging, at the base of my hand near
the wrist. But after the forty minutes the morning chores take me, I finally got to settle down to make
and eat my own breakfast, which got disrupted by assorted thises and thats, delaying the start of my
working day.
Naturally something really bad was developing; the omens were plain enough. I don't believe in
omens, which is why they plague me. Something sure enough did happen, and it made national
headlines-but it was not right at our place, and I must take a moment to make the context plain. This is
the sort of task writers are supposed to do, after all. To wit:
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I used to live in the Tampa Bay region of Florida, not far from the famed Skyway Bridge. This bridge,
according to the covenant under which it was financed, was to be paid off by tolls, then not
refinanced. Once paid for, it was destined to be forever free. It did so well that the tolls were reduced,
and still the bridge paid off ahead of schedule and was in imminent danger of achieving that reprieve.
But the local politicians, typical of their breed, violated the covenant and refinanced it to build a
second span. The Skyway was just too good a money-maker to let go of. Now, instead of one free
bridge, there were two toll bridges.
Well, God got them for that. On this particular morning the storm was most intense around the bridge,
and the wind blew a freighter into a support-pylon and knocked it out. The guilty new span of the
Skyway Bridge came tumbling down. Cars plunged merrily into the bay, as did a bus, and a section of
the roadway landed on the deck of the ship along with a pickup truck. It was said to be the worst
bridge disaster in the history of America. So it seemed that my cat-scratch was merely a fringe effect
of the Act of God that punished the machination of the unfreed Skyway span, eighty miles to the
south, on May 9, 1980. What kind of a scratch would I have gotten had I not moved out of the center
of that vortex? It gets scary, especially for someone who does not believe in Acts of God.
Nevertheless, in the afternoon I did buckle down and write a thousand words of Viscous.
So it went. On the tenth I wrote 1200 words, and next day 1300, nudging gradually up to my normal
stint of 2000 words per day. My motor had finally warmed up, and no Act of God had touched me, I
thought in my innocence. But this novel was not moving as well as it should; I was satisfied with
neither the quantity nor the quality. Was I losing my touch? Writing is never a chore for me; could
something be the matter?
Well, let's consider the puzzle from another angle. One reason I do not suffer from the dread ailment
Writer's Block is my health. I am something of a physical fitness freak and health-diet nut. It pays; I
am perhaps the healthiest middle-aged diabetic bad-kneed vegetarian science fiction writer in the
world. At this time I was routinely doing 19 or 20 chins on my study rafter. I was doing Japanese
pushups too, and had recently set my personal record of 50, nonpause. But my main pride was
running.
In the city, dogs and cars and ignorant neighbor's had prevented me from distance-jogging, but in the
forest I measured a one-mile loop cross-country and in the course of three years had built up to a
regular 2.5-mile run that I did three times a week. This summer I had cracked the eight-minute-per-
mile barrier. That is, I consistently ran the distance in 20 minutes or less. Now I know that Olympic
runners break the four-minute mile, and that marathoners maintain the five-minute mile indefinitely,
and a healthy young man can do a mile in six minutes. But for a 45-year-old science fiction writer,
running at noon through loose sand, over tree roots, uphill and down, keeping a wary eye out for
snakes and wild dogs while he swats at stinging deerflies and avoids sandspurs, eight minute miles are
just fine. It is the same velocity certain American presidents have been known to run, after all. It's
hard work; I weighed myself before and after, and discovered that I sweated off an even two pounds
per run. And I was still gaining. First run in June, with the outdoor temperature 90°, I completed the
course in 17:37, just seven seconds over a seven-minute-per-mile average. Few middle-aged, diabetic,
etc. people could match that, I think. I was at my very peak of physical fitness, and proud of it.
Ah, but has it not been said that pride goeth before a fall? Believe it! Partly at the behest of my
worrying wife, who feared I would keel over and die from heatstroke-she tends to concern herself
with such nonessentials-I extended my run to three full miles and slowed the pace, making the
workout easier. But instead the runs became more difficult, even when the heat was down on cloudy
days. I maintained my eight-minute miles, but raggedly. Yet I was not sick. Well, I had a little sore on
my left wrist that was sensitive to the touch, but that was probably an embedded splinter. Then my left
arm, near the inside shoulder, began to hurt as if I had pulled a small muscle-but the twinge didn't go
away. My chins became awkward, and my pushups sent a streak of pain through my arm. But these
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bruises happen.
Then the fever began. Now, I am wary of fevers. I take vitamin C to stop colds, and it works. Once
upon a time my nose dripped into my typewriter, which was annoying-one can imagine the grumbling
editor shaking out a damp page of manuscript-but that doesn't happen any more. One gram of C per
hour stops the faucet, and after a while the cold gives up in disgust and departs, no doubt seeking
some idiot who doesn't believe in C. But, for me, C does nothing for a fever-and this one shot up to
102°F. So I stopped the exercises, which was a relief at this stage, and saw my doctor. Turned out to
be a lymph infection, traveling down my arm from that wrist-lump to my armpit, aggravating the
lymph nodes along the way. Nothing serious. Some pills and rest, and in a week I was ready to
resume typing. For by this time, mid-July, I had completed my plodding first penciled draft of Viscous
and was well into the typed second draft, proceeding more or less on schedule.
My fever dropped, and I resumed exercises, at a cautious half-level-for one day. My fever shot up
again. The lump in my left armpit swelled to what seemed like half-tennis-ball size (though my
fevered imagination probably exaggerated it), and I could hardly use that arm at all. At night I was
unable to turn over, and changing clothing was pain. The doctor gave me much more powerful pills,
costing seventy-five cents each, and I had to take eight a day. No effect; the fever kept coming, rising
as high as 101°, and the swelling persisted. So he upped the ante, prescribing one-dollar pills. Nothing
worked. My family had to take over the chores I had done, while I slept and fevered.
Finally, in desperation, the doctor put me in the hospital. For three days I lay with an IV hooked to my
left hand, dripping sugarwater and penicillin (it burns!) and garamycin into my throbbing vein, while
nurses measured my every fluctuation of fever, appetite, and drop of urine. Still no effect; my fever
came and went at will, mocking the entire modern medical establishment, and my swelling remained
adamant.
I had, of course, a science fiction illness, undiagnosable, odd; and commonplace medications like
dollar pills and antibiotic fluids can hardly be expected to work on that. Now if they'd had something
futuristic, like Venusian orb-grackle juice...
Actually the hospital was not a bad place. They allowed my children to visit me, and found me a
roommate with a vaguely similar ailment-his was blood poisoning from a thorn-and the personnel
were competent and friendly. They did not wake me up to give me a sleeping pill. I passed out copies
of my novels. My vegetarian and low-sugar diet brought the head dietician to my bedside, so that I
was able to explain all my foibles: no coffee, tea, cola, sweets, etc. I'm a man of few vices; I don't
smoke or otherwise debilitate myself, which seemed to surprise some personnel. They X-rayed me,
EKG'd me, blood-pressured me, took blood samples (ouch!) for tissue cultures to find the bug in my
system: nothing. I was completely healthy, except that my system was waging a raging battle with an
invisible enemy. There was simply no handle on this illness.
I think the doctor's hair was thinning: was he tugging out handfuls in frustration? He wasn't used to
dealing with science-fiction illnesses. "Do you have cats?" he asked irrelevantly, betraying how
greatly his mind had deteriorated out of strain. I replied gently that we had two horses, five dogs,
twelve chickens, two children, and no cats. "Then you couldn't have been scratched by a cat," he
grumbled.
Oh? As it happened, two and a half months ago when God punished the Skyway Bridge...
And so the diagnosis was reached at last: I had contracted cat scratch disease, normally a rare
childhood malady. It is unresponsive to medication, shows no bacteria in cultures, and simply has to
run its ornery month-long course. It's not too serious, it just takes time-a bit like a writer working on a
novel, or a woman shopping for a hat.
So here I was: my exercise program destroyed at its height, my once-proud muscles melting into glop,
my novel halted dead in space-for the first time in forty novels, I was destined to be late on a contract
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deadline-medical bills piling on (I carry no medical insurance-this is not lack of foresight so much as
ire over the time they tried to rider me for mental disease), my wife wearing down to a frazzle-all
because I fed one hungry cat on the morning an Act of God was scheduled.
And do you want to know what happened to that cat? That cat died. No, I know you're thinking of
Goldsmith's poem An Elegy On the Death of a Mad Dog, wherein the dog bit the saintly man and the
dog died. It wasn't like that. My blood may be potent, but not poisonous. What happened was the cat
got into an altercation with a larger cat and got chomped and gave up its ninth life. (Then again: you
don't suppose that my blood could have made that cat crazy enough to pick that fight?)
The hospital let me go, still with my fever and swelling and mad science fiction brain; there was
nothing they could do for me. Freed of all this attention and medication, I began to improve. I finally
turned the corner in early August, on my forty-sixth birthday: my month-long fever stayed down. But
the swelling persisted, so a few days later the doctor stuck a brute needle into it and drew out a vial of
mudwater. Viscous ugh, of course. He called this "aspiration"-a fancy term for a hellishly painful
process. But it reduced the swelling to half-golf-ball size and freed my arm somewhat, and my armpit
began to reappear. A few days later the puncture started leaking chocolate syrup onto my T-shirt:
messy, but a relief, since it meant I would not have to suffer that dread needle again. Things continued
to improve. In late August I resumed cautious exercise, my performance down to roughly a third what
it had been, but improving rapidly.
My writing never came to a complete standstill, for I am, as claimed, a disciplined cuss. I did a great
deal of research reading on World War Two, and in the hospital started writing the first chapters of
Volk, my projected WWII novel. Thus I actually got a head start on a new project, thanks to my
pencil-and-clipboard technique. Now I resumed typing on a limited basis, though it did somewhat
aggravate the swelling. I completed the second draft of the novel in the middle of August, typing in
the mornings and resting, often sleeping, in the hot afternoons. I also typed second draft on my WWII
chapters, since I had them on hand. Then I typed the submission draft on Volk, extending my limits on
the fifty-page small project before tackling the three-hundred-fifty-page big one, just in case. All
seemed well. Gradually I worked back up to a full schedule, typing twenty or more pages a day, and
completed the submission draft of Viscous Circle on September 20, just two days after the doctor
cleared me as cured.
So the novel was done almost entirely in the gradual course of the illness. If it seems sick, blame it on
that cat. My clean living, wholesome diet, avoidance of vices, and vigorous exercise, a supposedly
sure formula for health, did not preserve me from this experience. Perhaps I will never know the
meaning of it, if there is one. But still there lurks the hope that, in some devious way, this ordeal does
have meaning. For a while there was one hope: when they drew the sludge out of my swelling and
made a culture to grow some of the whatevers that cause this mysterious disease, I thought my case
might be the first to reveal the agent of that disease. If so, it would be a significant medical
breakthrough, a mystery of decades solved, sparing others a good deal of misery. But no; my cultures
came up as sterile as space samples, as is typical for this disease. That medical breakthrough awaits
some other cat.
Maybe this narration will help some reader who would otherwise suffer an unknown malady, the hint
"cat scratch" putting his doctor on the track. Remember, this particular illness always gets better on its
own. It is not nearly as serious as it seems.
When you're sick it's a great time to do research, because you can read in bed. During this period I
read Frankl's Man's Search for Meaning as part of my research for the WWII project. The thesis of
this book is that man truly wants to live a life that is meaningful. Certainly he has strong drives to
protect, feed, and reproduce himself, and whole philosophies of psychology have been constructed on
the assumption that one or the other of these drives is paramount. But all other animals act according
to these same drives, too often with greater enthusiasm and success than man. If man is really the
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highest of the animals, it is not because of his various physical appetites. Man's quest for meaning
may be his truly distinguishing mark. This makes sense to me, and that notion is reflected in Viscous
Circle.
What, then, of my own quest for meaning? I have plumbed the depths of this illness in tedious detail
and found no meaning therein. It cost me a thousand dollars in medical expenses, and perhaps more
than that in lost time. I'd hate to have it count for nothing. Yet this does happen to be, coincidentally,
a time of transition in my career, and this is the reason for this long Author's Note. Perhaps I can
squeeze out a certain amount of Significance after all.
I have written a lot of science fiction, and it has been well received. I am becoming one of the most
successful of contemporary genre writers. I get fan letters at the rate of about one a week, and I
answer them. Many people seem to enjoy my science fiction and fantasy, and that's nice. I love this
genre; it gave me reason to live when I was in doubt, long ago, whether life was worthwhile, and it
has been good to me since. But Viscous Circle was difficult when it should have been easy, and may
lack that spark of wonder that is the essence of this type of writing. Maybe my sickness spoiled my
objectivity-but maybe also it cost me some of the necessary magic. I never want to be a hack writer,
turning out adventure merely for the money. Perhaps I need some sort of break, to sort it out.
I'm not swearing off science fiction, but I expect to do less of it for a while. This has nothing to do
with disenchantment with the field: the field is strong. It's not money either; I am well paid for this
writing. It is no onus against this particular publisher, who has the science fiction option on Anthony;
Avon has been consistently kind to me, even while other publishers were blacklisting me, and I am
grateful. I just don't know exactly where to find meaning in writing.
I'll be trying fantasy and horror and World War Two and general mainstream writing, and anything
else that takes my fancy, exploring my parameters, to discover where my true direction lies. I'm not
young any more; I don't have forever to experiment. Illness has heightened my awareness of that,
once again bringing home to me my own mortality, and that may have been the purpose of this
particular Act of God. Perhaps I'll find that there is nothing better for me beyond this genre. Certainly
science fiction was my first true love, and that passion will never be forgotten.
But I hope my horizons do expand, and that my readers will approve. Meanwhile, I'm having my
study electrified at last, so that I can run a fan on those hot summer afternoons and keep my glasses
on my nose. Awareness of mortality tends to enhance the value of the minor creature comforts, such
as a breath of breeze at a hundred degrees.
